Artillery and tanks supported
the Chinese drive, on a four-mile
Iront adjoining the International
Settlement.

Heavy Casualties

Chinese asserted  they thrust
deeply into the Japanese positions,
Inflicting  heevy causalties. Jap-
anese admitted there was a strong
Chinese attack, but said Japanese
tifles, machine guns and field
pices, firing point b'ank, took a
heavy toll.

(Havas News Agency reported
that 40 Chinese  fighting planes
operating in  coordination. with
waves of infantrymen who scamp-
-ered cver the top to break through
the Japanese lines near Darroch
Road took part in the attack.

British Premier
Stresses Peace In
Address Before
Chamber - Of Com-
merce.

MANCHESTER, Oct. 14 —(CP
Cable)—Prime Minister Chamber-
lain tonight stated that the Gov-
ernment’s proper function in re-
lation to industry was to create
‘conditions under which trade and,
commerce could most successfully
be carried on, while exercising only
“so much control as may be
necessary in the public interest.”

Addressing the Association of
British Chambers of Commerce
here, the Prime Minister touched
briefly on foreign affairs. “The
desire to live at pesace with our
neighbors” was the mainspring of
Great Britain's foreign policy, he
sald.

“It is not in the temperament of
our people to bear - malice,”” he
added, “and I think we have the
shortest memory for ‘quarrels of
any nation in the world.”

Were Great Britain to be at-
tacked “we should know  how to
defend ourselves as- we ‘always
have done in the past” but “if we
are striving—as we are night and
day—to rearm our:elves, it is not
that we have sinister designs a-
ga'nst anybody else.”

Peace, Mainspring Of Policy

. “Sometimes we are credited with
more than a machiavellian de-
gree of cunning,”’ .the Prime Min-
ister continued, “but the s'mple
fact is that the mainspring of our
foreign policy Is the desire to live
at peace with our neighbors and
to use our influence to in“uce
them, if we can, to resolve dif-
ficulties by peaceful discuss'ons
and not to resort to war.

“I doubt whether pur foreign
policy ever was less aggre-sive
than it is today.”

‘Even as the voluntary system
was best for the British defence
force:, he said, it was preferredto
compulsion toward industry.

Ocnsiable Fonzeca Edwards  of
Jamaica's rural police was in a
jail ceil here  tonight awaiting

hanging for the murder of 20-
year od -Melbourne Coke after one
of the -most sensational trials in
the history of this British West
Indies Is'and, ended yesterday
with his conviction,

Edwards had arrested Coke, the
prosecution charged, and instead
of taking him to a police station,
took him to his apartment. There,
the constable shot him when he
refused to admit he was a thief.

Coke was detained, the Crown
said, without grounds for suspicion
but: merely because Edwards claim-
ed his looks were against him and
because, the constable said, he had
a ‘cruel face.” The officer insist-
ed Coke was a thief but the latter
protested he was only a traveller
in search of work.

Other evidence massed against
Edwards was to the effect he had
beaten Coke before taking him to
the apartment. Once in the con-
stable’s room, Coke was ordered to
kneel and pray and confess to
stealing. As Coke prayed, Edwards
fired two shots over his head and
then, when he still refused to con-
fess, shot him in the neck.

Then, the Crown claimed, Ed-
wards placed a knife beside Coke
and told other officers he had
fired in self-defence.

The youth lived several
after being shot.

BOSTON, Oct. 14 — Scarcity of
haddock, due to small catches, and
increased consumption of fish
brought on by high meat prices,
shot prices to new high levels at
the Boston fish pier today.

‘Hands Off Spain’
Committee Will
Meet On Saturday

Britain And France Demand Quick
Decisions In Regard To With-
drawal Of Volunteers From
Spanish Armies.

LONDON, Oct. 14— (AP)—French Foreign Office offic-
jals said tonight in Paris France is considering joint dir-
ect action with Great Britain if a non-intervention sub-
committee fails to obtain withdrawal of Italian volunteers
from Spain.

France stood ready to protect her Mediterranean trade
routes after agreeing to go along with Britain in giving
the Nine-Power Subcommittee a quick chance to obtain
withdrawal of the troops. The committee is to meet here
Saturday morning.

French sources were pessimistic on the outcome of the
meeting where the Spanish question is to be discussed on
Italy’s chosen ground. British spokesmen were only mod-

_erately hopeful.

Official sources in Paris said France and Great Britain
agreed to demand an immediate “symbolic” withdrawal of
some foreign troops from Spain as the price for their re-

turn to the non-intervention_ committee table.

SEEK “SATISFACTION”"

They asserted the two powers will
ask this concrete “satisfaction” in
a declaration to the sub-commit-
tee meeting Saturday.

W.thdrawal of.an equal number
of volunteers of each nationality
will be proposed, it was said, as
proof of the sincerity of all parties
and a guarantee of later adherence
to an agreement in principle to re-
call a'l foreign soldiers from Spain,
. France and Great Britain then
would consent to more lengthy dis-
cussicns on the machinery for fur-
ther withdrawals, with the fnal
goai the stripping of both sides in
the Spanish civil war of their for-
eign soldiers.
