Equalization of Freight Rates

On all live stock owned on Prince Edward Island entered for com-
petition'and coming. to the Exhibition from any point on Prince Edward
Island beyond ten miles of Charlottetown, on the Prince Edward Island
Railway or Island Steamers, the Exhibition Association will refund to
the exhibitor all freight charges, providing that the entire exhibit by any
such Exhibitor be returned to the point of shipment on the Prince Ed-
ward Island Railway, or by Boat as above mentioned without change of
ownership. These payments will he made on production of the freight
bills, and the certificate of the Station or Steamboat Agent that the ex-
hibits have been returned to the place of shipment. The freight and
transport charges must be prepaid on all exhibits,
