Remember to add as a finishing
touch to the tray or tea table a vase
. with a few flowers. , a single rose,
tree or four asters or yellow daffo-
dil or so placed in a bud vase or
held in place ip a flat dish by a Pap-
anese frog.

Always serve cream as well as lem-

on. Many persons do not enjoy tea
without' cream, and of course - they
will not be sc frank as to tell you

80 when they see that the tea tray is
not-supplied with any.

Serve the cut sugar in the small
half lumps. or a small cup of tea a
large lump often proves too much, and
it is always  awkward to have to
break a lump or to take a lump from
the cup when it is half dissolved.

Take paing to see that the teapot
and hot water jug are both well heat-
ed hefore pournng in the boiling wat-
er. By doing so the temperature of
the boiling water will not be reduced
in bringing the teapot and jug to lev-
el, *

Remember to carry the pot to the
boiling water and pour the water on
the tea'leaves while the water is ac-
tually boiling. Many persons wrongly
feel that if the water has boiled it
matters little whether or not it is still
boiling when it is applied to the tea
leaves.

Always serve sandwiches or toast
in small portions. It is very awkward
for the tea drinker to have to manage
large’ portions. ‘Bread and butter
sandwiches should be of wafer thin-
ness and should be cut in inch wide
strips. A goodly supply should be on
hand to make up for the smallness of
the single pieces.

DON'T NEGLECT DAIRY COW AT
CALVING TIME

There is no time in the whole milk’
ing period that has such .an import
ant bearing on the establishment of 2
standard for production for the yeal
as the period previous to and follow
ing. calving time. It is understood by
many, but not by all, that if a cow is
allowed from six weeks to two mon
the in which to rest from one lacta
tion period to the next, she will yield
more than when milked continuously
up to the time of parturition. We
know the effect upon ourselves, when
our faculties are continuously af
work, especially when the nerves arc
brought into play. And it-isa fact
that parturition vitally disturbs the
nervous and physical activities, es
pecially the forces of digestion, The
act of calving brings stimulation' tc
the milk producing organs, which i
the only natural and effective means
of stimulating milk secretion, and i
is a serious mistake not to make the
most of it. It is necessary to handlc
the cow in such a manner as to de
rive full benefit from this stimulatior
while it is yet present, since with most

next. Complete milking will result in
getting from a half pint to a pint
more milk at each milking during the
lacation period. The more a cow is
made to produce the more capable
she is of keeping up the performance.
Strength physically is gained by ex-
ercise and using strength. An athlete
who uses his strength properly be-
come more proficient and capable of
performing greater feats. It is much
the same .with the milk producing
qualities of a dairy cow. When she is
milked completely each time, her ca-
pacity to produce the maximum quan-
tity of milk is maintained and she
will  “get the habit” of transforming
her food into milk and butterfat in-
stead of so much into body fat and
growth. Incomplete milking is just as
determinal to the possible perform:
ance of a cow ae careless systems of
exerciee are to an athlete who is
training for physical strength and en-
duranc. :

We know that when we want to dry
off a cow even in the flush that we
simply have to leave part of the milk
in the udder at each milking skip
onceé in awhile, and in a short time
the desired result ie accomplished.
The production of milk is decreased
and kept down just the same when
the cow is not milked completely. Not
only does the owner loge the milk by
incomplete milking, but the cow may
soon have a swoolen udder which may
result in the loss of a quarter or ruin
the whole cow as far as. milking is
concerned. And beside, if a cow testing
4 per cent butterfat be milked and the
first fourth of the milk be tested it
will probably only test about 2 per
cent and it may even be a little lower.
The second fourth will test between
3 and 4 per cent and keep on increas-
ing and the very last milk or strip-
pings, sometimes teets as high as 12
and even 15 per cent.
Sufficient' time ought to be taken
to milk the cows completely, even if
80 much other work on the farm can
not be accomplished. A 1little extra
time required to work and manipulate
the udder by hand after the usual
amount of milk hae been obtained will
pay dividends and often makes a pro-
fit where otherwise there would have
been' a loss.
It is important, too, that cows be
milked at regular periode. The milk:
ing ought to be done at as near the
same hour morning and evening as
possible. The more equally the 24
hours are divided in which the milk:
ing is done  twice the more uniform
will be the quality of the milking pro-
duced. For example, if milking takes.
place at 6 o’clock in the morning, the
next milking time should be as near 6
o’clock in the afternoon -as possible.
If milking is delayed the cows fre:
quently become .uneasy and the ir
regularity may cause considerable
pain. Cows left long without milk
ing get very distened udders nad may
suffer much pain. Very heavy milk-
ers sometimes have to be milked
three times instead of twice a day tc
relieve the pressure on the udder.
The operation of milking is one of
the most critical on the farm and
much of the success of a dairy de-
pends on doing it in a proper manher.
