EGG GRADE LAWS REAL

London, Ont., Grocers Pay "$100.
Each for Disobedience

LONDON, Ont., April 9—The old
egg question which has been both-
ering farmers, hucksters, grocery
men and wholesale houses of Can-
ada for some months until,it seem-
ingly passed out of sight, came up
with startling suddenness at Lon-
don, Ont.the other day when five
of that City's grocers were hauled
into court charged with selling
eggs that were not graded uccord-
ing to the Statues.

Each of the grocers were fined
$100. as a warning to others that
the law must be obeyed. The law
calls that eggs must be sold ac-
cording to size such as Dpullets,
firsts, extras and specials.

Until this drive was launched by
Inspector A. L. Morrison, every-
body had ‘been looking upon the
regulations which became effective
July 7, 1923, as being something
that could not be carried out. But
