It is advisable to install one
on cuch a car?
Answer: We believe that you re-
fer to the class of devices that ad-
mit auxiliary air into the mixture.
We cannot speak for the manufac-
‘urers of Niigh priced cars, but it is
possible that they regard the car-
buretor adjusting controls which
they dnstal, as taking the place of
such devices and that they do not
care to put on any superfluous
equipment. These devices are
equally applicable to - gasoline
vehicles irrespective of prices. It
a motorist is interested in a par-
icular gas saving device, we believe
that it is a ‘good thing for him to
install it and give it a thorough
test, for it is oily in this way th-t
he can be fully convinced as to its
merits. As a rule the prices ut
such devices are not high and ex-
perimenting along this line is not
Iexpenslve and is decidedly interest-
ng.

DETECTING BROKEN PLUG
INSULATION

P. L. S. asks: How can one test a
spark-plug to see if its porcelain is
broken ?

Answer: Sometimes the connec-
tion end of the porcelain can be
twisted with the fingers, - without
moving ‘the other end and a grating
nolse can be heard when the plug
i3 held close to the ear and the
vercelain twisted  or - otherwise
strained.
