As far removed il sen-
timent from Brahms and Mozart
as can be imagined, this strange
work gives one the feeling that it
was written less in joy than in a
little man’s mood of profouna pes-
simism. It doesn’s seem to affect
its admirers that way, it !s true;
and perhaps it is a sign of old fogy-
ism not to appreciate Gershwin's
undoubtedly clever innovations. In
any case there was no dublety
about. the virtuosity of Mr. San-
roma’s performance of his work,
whichr was warmly applauded.
Mr. Sanroma was generous in
responding to encores, playing,
among other pleces, Chopin’s A
Flat Maior Polomaise and DaFalla’s
Ritual Fire Dance—compositions
making such demands on a' planist
that they are usually given fore-
most places on a programme.

That
was their judgment and in 1906
we took as a basis of judgment
of the Ministers of the several
provinces assembled with us, who
told us that, according to their
experience, was the amount
they needed in order to carrv on
their public affairs. They had
no other basls than that.”

sidy or special allowance to this
Province will not compensate the
Province of Prince Edward Island
for the loss suffered by the Pro=-
vince due to the non-fulfilment
of the ‘terms of Confederation,
Due to its size and its declining
population, Prince Edward Island
has not progressed to the extent
visualized and hoped for by the
Fathers of Confederation.
