Gives Maximum Results

¥low can the amateur gardener
be sure to get maximum results
from the commercial plant food he
applies to his garden?

Many experiments to bring out
this information are constantly be-
ing made, and much new informa-
tion has been developed. It was
long the practice of manufacturers
to recommend that plant food be
broadcast on the vegetable garden,
after it had been spaded and
smoothed, at the rate of 4 pounds
to 100 square feet, and then raked
into the top soil.

The amount—4 pounds to 100
square feet—is still recommended
for the average garden, and where
a well balanced plant food giving
all the chief nutritive elements is
used; but while broadcasting it is
good, a better method is to apply
the plant food in bands on either
side of the row in which the seeds
arec sown.

The reason for this is that the
plant requires balanced nutrition
right from germination or trans-
planting. Certain elements do not
travel very fast in the soil. Others
atiach themselves to soil particles
and do not get to the feeding root
arca. It is better when making ap-
plication of plant food to put it in
a location where it will be more
coavenient for the roots.

Even nitrogen, in the form usual-
1y found in plant food, will not at
once dissolve and be evenly dis-
tributed in the soil moisture though
it will in time, after certain
chemical changes have taken
place,

This would appear to have an
important bearing on the popular
question of whether the sun is
“burning itself out.”

“These are matters for future
study by versatile instruments at
eclipses for which the duration is
longer than 34 scconds. The eclinse
of May 20, 1947 observable from
Argentina, will have a duration
there of between four and five
minutes. On June 29, 1955, in the
Philiopines, the duration will be
nearly seven minutes, as long as
any eclipse of the vast 10 or 12
centuries, and approaching the
maximum theoretical duration of
7 1-2 minutes, never attained in
historic times.

Because of cloudy conditions a-
long much of the Julv 9 eclinse
path, Dr. Marshall concluded, “the
photographs taken by the expedit-
ion have become quite valuable.”
