Compass for Machine Gun
Firing Which Already Revolu-
tionized this Arm of the
Service. :

Major F. B. McRae, who was to
have returned to (anada for special
seryice in connection with machine
gunnery, about July 15th, has been
detained in England for a short time
by request of the Comptroller of Mu-
nitions Inventions.

Major F. B. McRae has in-
vented a new compass for
Rae has invented a new compass for
machine gun work, The mneed for
such an instrument has besn urgent
ever since the war began. Nearly all
machine gun fring is now indirect,
and the direction very often must be
gotten with map and compass, hence
the need of absolute accuracy. In
the .Government
compasses the error is generally not
less than ninety minutes, or a degree
and one half. With the new one design
ed by Major McRae the error is re-
duced to. thirty minutes, or half a
degree. The diameter of the new in-
strument is increased so as to place
the sights further apart, making for
greater accuracy in aiming. The diai
floats in liquid thus insuring steadi-
ness and enabling the operator to get
an immediate reading. It is luminous
with radium and' is ingeniously arrang-
ed so that a bearing can be taken and
read at night. The manufacturers,
J. H. Stewart Co., Ltd., of the Strand,
were five months producing the first
instrument which was afterwaids
carriec by Lieut.-Col. W. ‘W. Stewart
of Hamilton, Ont. When he was kili-
ed at Vimy Ridge his revolver was
broken almost to pieces on his right
side, hut.lhe compass escaped without
injury on the left, and has since heen
reiurned to the inventor: The price
of this new scientific instrument is
nine guineas ($45.00), and is the most
highly prized of all.the appliances car-
ried by the machine gun officers at
the front.
