DECARBONIZING CYLINDERS
WITH WATER

What-is the best
method to employ in decarbonizing

T. 8, M, asks:

an engine by means of water?
Should the engine ang water be
warm ‘and-how much water. ghould
be used? |

Answer: In the absence of a reg-
ular water-injectiing §levick, cone
sisting of a water-supply connected
into the manifold through a ‘tube
in which is an adjustable needle-
valye, the best way that we know
of is to run the engine up to normal
temperature, fill a squirt-can or
grease-gun with water at ordinary
temperature, set the engine to
running with the spark retarded
and the throttle open as fir as it
can he without causing racing and
then squirl® the water intd the air-
intake as fast as the air will carry
it into the cylinders, short of the
stalling peint. The engin should
be kept running for sometime after
all the water, say % pint or less,
has been introduced. We advise
you not to depend too much upon
this treatment, especially.if the
carbonization is heavy and of long
standing.

W. J. 8. writes: There is a click-
ing sound made by my engine, that
sounds like a loose connecting rod
or wrist pin. When the spark is
advanced it is heard, but it ceases
