Mar. 25.—A fire, which at 4 o’-
of Frank Watts out of their rooms in-
to the exposure of a biting north
wind, where they were forced to dress
on the top of a flat-roofed verandah,
makes the second narrow escape of
this family within three years from
the same premises at 1214 Yonge |
street, North Toronto, from the same
cause. \
That there was no loss of life is
undoubtedly due to the prompt ac-
tion of Constable Smith, 412, who,
seeing the flames in the shop beneath
the rooms where the four people were

gave. the alarm and got the people
into a way to make their escape. As
it was, all natural means of getting
out of the building had been cut off
by the flames, and the family had to
crawl out of an upper window on to
the roof of the balcony verandah and
wait  there until they were lifted
down by the firemen. d

Mr. Watts, his wife, a small daugh-
ter, aged eight and a neice Muriel
Clayton, were the occupants of the
rooms, and so soundly were they
sleeping that the first intimation they
had of any danger was the pounding
of the policemen. The fire had broken
out in Mr Watt's barber shop be-
negth, from some cause as yet un-
known, and by the time the alarm
was given, had worked as far as the
only stairway which led to the living
rooms above.

‘I saw there was no chance of get-
ting down that way,’”’ stated Mr.
Watts this morning, ‘‘as it was,
when I went near I felt the flames
hot on my back. Mrs. Watts and I
each ran to the rooms where the
girls were sleeping, we each grabbed
one, and when my wife went to the
stairway I had to pull her back or
she would have been scorched by the:
blaze. We climbed through the win-
dow upon the roof and stood there
shivering for a few minutes until I
went back into the house and picked
up a few pieces of clothing.'

Mr. Watts is suffering from a cold
today. as a result of his exposSure,
and he still shivered as he told of the!
unpleasant  experience of the wind
whipping about their scanty gar-
ments, By the time the occupants had
dressed, the fireman had arrived, and
they were carried down the ladders.
The constable had some difficulty in
persuading Mrs, Watts that there was
no necessity for her to jump before
the brigade arrived.

The family were taken in at the
Rosedale Hotel, where they spent the
rest of the night. Mr. Watt's barber
equipment will be a complete loss, as
well as all their furniture and cloth-
ing, except the few articles which
were saved when he ran back into the
room. The loss is estimated at neas-
ly $4,000, on which an insurance of
$2,000 is carried, a thousand each in
the Queen City and the Merchants
Fire The building is owned by Nich-
olas Garland and half of the lower
floor is a candy and fruit store. The
