The Lerroux government was
scarcely three hours old before Spain
was in the throes of a revolution-
ary gemeral strike. The rebellions
seemed to begin auspiciously.

A wave of terrorism such as Spain
had not seen in many years swept
over the land. There were shoot-
ings, bombings, pillage; churches
and convents were burned; sabo-
tage and slaughter ruled.

The focal point of the uprising
was the Soclalist stronghold of Aus-
turias, Spain’s rich mining region,
but the movement spread quickly.
Rebels seized 400 towns and set up
their own forms of government.
There were raids on arms factor-

es.

But the new government, far from
faltering, brought down a mailed
fist. Martial law was declared, first
in Asturlas, then throughout the
nation, and more than 60,000 troops
were rushed to the support of the
