Would Expand
Soviet - U, S. Trade

WASHINGTON, Jan, 25—(AP)—
The new Russlan Ambassador,
Alexander 8. Panyushkin, today
called for expanded Soviet-Ameri-
can trade as a step toward better
diplomatie relations.

Tn his first formal interview
with an American reporter, Pen-
vushkin accused the United States
Government of blocking trade be-
tween the two countries tacough
“discriminatory” regulations.

Ambessador  Panyushkin sald
“American regulating trade agen-
ties” are discriminating against
tommerce with the Soviet Uaion
fdespite the desire of “certain cir-
cles” {n the United States which
want to develop and strengtnen
this trade,

He did not name specific in-
etances of alleged discrimination
but he presumably had in mind
the recent tightening of export
eontrol by the Commerce Depart-
ment.

Big Snow Storm
Misses Maritimes

HALIFAX, Jan. 25—A storm
centre which threatened the Mar-
itime Provinces with a heavy
snowfall but also promnised a break
in the cold snap, sldeswiped the
area today and headed east, leav-
ing goose-pimpled residents with
only a few inches of show to
shovel.

A high pressure area moving
into the region from Quebec would
engure cold weather for at least
another 24 hours, the Dominion
Public Weather office here said.

Sub-zero temperatures for the
night were forecast in New Bruns-
wick while mercury in Prince Ed-
ward Island and Nova Scotia
would range between zero and 15
degrees above. ’

The storm which boded strong
gales for the entire marine dis-
trict veered as it approached the
Maritimes and passed south of
Sable Island, 100 miles east of
here, today. '

Of Monetary Fund

Former Modérator
Of Presbyterian
Church Passes

BROCKVILLE, Ont, Jan, 25 —
(CP)—Very Rev, Norman A. Mac-
Leod 79, former Moderator of the
General Assembly of the Presby-
terfan Church in Cenada and pres-
ident of the Canada Temperance
Federation, collapsed and died to-
day in the vestry of First Presbye
terian Church as he prepared to
conduct a service. He was a native
of Lochside, N.8.

Mr. MacLeod had arrenged to
preach in the absence of the reg-
ular minister and walked to the
church, He was discussing details
of the service aith organist Dar-
w'n Stata when stricken,

For many years Dr, MacLeod was
a senctor and examiner of the
Montreal Presbyterian College and
also served as head of the gradue
ate body of the school of religious
education of Hartford, Conn. He
was Moderator of the Brockville
and Glengarry Presbyteries and of
the Synod of Montreal and Ot-
tawe. In 1942 he was elected Mod-
erator of the General Assembly.

He attended the academies au
Sydney, N.8, and Pictou, N.8,, Mc-
Gill University and the - Montreal
Presbyterian College. The Presbye
terian College later conferred on
him the. honorary degree of. Do
tor- of Divinity. He also ‘held’
degree of Doctor of Philosophy from
the Hartford Theological Founda-
tion and followed post-gruduate
studies in Edinburgh and Heldel-
burg.

He served as student minister at
Avonmore and Lancaster in Easte
ern Ontario and at . Grand’'mere,
Que., and was ordained in 1894,

Thereafter he was in succession
minister at Woodlands, Ont., Muce
kay Churchy in Ottawa, First Pres-
byterian hurch  here, Union
Church at Ste. Anne de Bellevue,
Que., where he also was lecturer
at Macdonald College, first Church
of Christ at South Windsor, Conn.,
and the congregations at Lans-
downe and Caintown, Ont, from

which he retired lest year.,

After his retirement he served
as chairman of the Brockville pub-
lic Ubrary board and in other
local capacities. |

His first wife, the former Hin- !
nah E. Dawson of Montreal, died |
in 1805, He later married Mary
Roberta Gill of Brockville, who
survives. Also surviving are a
brother, Donald, of Loch Lcmond,
N.S., and a sister, Mrs. Margaret
Morrison of Glace Bay, N.S.

The funeral will be held here
Wednesday.

In doing this, Premier Robert
Schuman’s Government overrode
British objections and in effect de-
fled the International Monetary
Fund. The fund, publicly deploring
the French action, cut off any
further loans Parls might seek to
back its finances.

OTTAWA, Jan. 25— (CP)—
Canadian Government flnan-
ancial men tonight were in-
clined to the belief that de-
valuation of the Prench franc
would result in {increased
Franco - Canadian trade, per-
mitting a greater flow of
French goods—especially lux- °
ury goods—to this country.

The effeot of decreasing the
franc's value is to raise the vailue
of the dollar in Paris. It will
bring 80 per cent more francs on
& straight trading basis. The Gov-
ernment in addition set up an “ex-
port franc” system which will give
exporters about 277 francs fo:
every dollar they garner abroad,
against the present rate of 119
francs to $1.

The official rate becomes 214.392
francs to §1. In addition, a {ree
market is established to benelic
tourists, who may get as many as
340 francs for their dollars. Ex-
porters will recelve half thewr
francs at the oficial rate, half at
the free market rate.
