WASHINGTON, Oct. 26 — (AP)
— German armies falling back in
Russia and Italy toward an innuner
fortress of Europe actually are set-
ting the trap for the final destryc-
tion of their own homeland.
The more they retreat to shorten
their lines and strengthen their
positions for ground fighting the
more they lay open Germany’s cit-
ies and industrial resources to at-
tack from the air.
This is one of the most import-
ant points to keep in mind about
the European war today.
According to the old standards of
warfare, the German is shrinking
his fronts, shortening his  supply
lines and generally strengthening
is grip on his vital central pesit-
jon. This central position includes
all that vast area from western
PFrance to the heart of conquered
Poland and from Northern Italy
and the Central Balkans to the
North Sea which the Reich generals
know they must hold to win even
a chance to avoid complete defeat.
In so far as ground action alone
is concerned it is conceded by some
Allied leaders that once Germany
has drawn her armies into that for-
tress she can offer powerful defen-
ce and may be able to muster occ-
asional offensive strength.
These leaders confidently  ex-
pect, therefore, that when the
Germans have consolidated their
final ground positions they  will
come forward with peace proposals
‘on: the argument that since the
Allies ¢an not hope to win without
enormous cost they should agree
to an armistice on terms short of
unconditiona) surrender.
However, with Allied air power in
the ascendancy and German agr-
ial defences steadily weakening it
is an open question whether the
Germans ever will be able to stop
and cnnsoiidate their ground lines
foxl'gva w::x; ot{lpos}ition.

At the moment, after many years of unnecessary delay and pro-
crastination by the Government, a measure of improvement has
heen promised in one section of.agriculture. It is a tardy recog-

Be that as it may, what agriculture
needs is a recognition of its fundamental right to equity — not oc-
casional hand-outs having the character of charity.

Oct. 26 — (AP) —
Soviet forces captured a  railway
station only 2 1-2 miles from strat-
egic Krivol Rog today as the Ger-
mans — retreating in ejsorder be=
fore the blows of three Russian ar-
mies — sought to extract them-
selves from the closing Dnieper
bend trap, Moscow announced.

The midnight Russian commun-
ique reported that Soviet units took
Karnovatzs, 2 1-2 miles northwest
of Krivol Rog, industrial, iron ore
ard rail centre deep into the Dniep-
er River bend- which the Germans
said the Red Army {s storming.

The Germans made no effolt to
conceal the gravity of the plight of
their armies in southern Russia.
The German high command ack-
nowledged penetrations in the Mel-
itopol sector after fierce battles,
and said only that “some”  were
sealed off, thus implying that others
were not.

The: Germans announced, a day
after the Russians told of its fall,
the evacuation of Dnepropetrovsi
and they said the Russians were
bringing up fresh forces for  the
assault on Krivoi Rog. ..

Although the Russians reported
only reconnaissance and artillery
action on sectors other than those
in the south, Berlin said that the
Red Army had launched an attack
“on a broad front” west of Krichev
fn White Russia, a front about
which Moscow has keen relatively
silent lately — perhaps in prepar-
ation for an announcement of a
big break through.
