And that’s that—straight from
the horse’s mouth.

Most of the visitors to ~ London
lately, especially visitors for the
first time to England, seem to have
arrived under the impression that
they would find a city of dreadrul
suspense and with anxious citizens
gathered in knots at the street cor-
ners discussing in undertones the
fearsome things which have happ-
ened to the Gold Standard, what-
ever they think that may be.

No one but a fool or a certain
type of
standard of conceit is as  high as
his standard of ignorance would
deny the existnece of what we call
collectively The Crisis, but appre-
ciation of its seriousness is not ap-
parent in the etreets or the placzs
where folks gather.

It may be that the more expen-
