“ rience, both in this pro-
ﬂ:(;p..nd elsewhere, has shown
that it is {mpossible for - one-
teacher schools and in some cases
for two or three-room schools to
do effective work in the funda-
mental subjects under the heavy
purden of Grades IX and X. In
these grades, two languages other
than English have been_requh'ed in
this province. Recent Standardized
Tests, at the end of Grade VIII, as
well as the Entrance Examinations
to Prince of Wales College, have
shown ronounced weakness in
the fundamental work in English,
Arithmetic, the Social Studies and
Health. With a view to improving
these basic subjects, and after
careful study by the Department,
and through discussions with the
Governors of the Prince Edward
1sland Teachers’ Federation, and
the Council of Education, it has
peen decided to remove Latin
from the Course in Grade IX and
X in the one-teacher schools and
possibly in some of tib two and
three-room schools.

This, however, does not mean
that any pupil wishing or requir-
ing Latin will be unable to secure
the same. On the contrary, provis-
jon will be made so that no pupil
will be denied the privilege of
studying Latin, Indeed, with more
time available for the fundamental
work in the schools generally, and
with the teaching of Latin in the
hands of those best qualified to
handle it, the whole programme,
including Latin, should show im-
provement.

So that no pupil may be without
the privilege of studying Latin,
the following provisions have been

made:
1. Correspond L pre-
pared and corrected by our most
tent teachers of the subject

will be provided.

2. Latin Courses will be taught
in two and three-room schools, if
the supervisor of schools for the
districts approves and, in larger
schools, at the discretion of the
School Boards.

3. Latin will be taught in Grades
IX and X in schools teaching
Grade XI.

4. A Beginners’ Course (Gndel

IX and X) will be given by a com-
petent teacher in Prince of Wales
College to those who enter that
Institution without Latin, but who
wish to study the subject.

Briefly, then, the position will
be as follows: '

1. Additional time will be avail-
able in the smaller schools for the
fundamental subjectf, and im-
provement should therefore result.

2. As in other provinces, a high-
school course will be available
without the Latin requirement
This is merely bringing ourselves
in line with the general practice
throughout Canada.

3. Provision will be made so
that all pupils desiring Latin in
their highschool courses will be
able to secure the same.

4. Teaching the Learning in
Latin should improve b of a
more solid foundation in the fun-
damental subjects and because the
teaching of Latin will be in the
hands of the institutions and the
teachers most competent to handle
it. In this too the province is fol-
lowing the practice  general
throughout Canada.

Study, looking to further
changes in the work of the high-
school grades, will be continued by
the Department with the co-oper-
ation of the Teachers’ Federation,
and the Council of Education. Con-
structive comments and suggest-
ions from interested persons or
groups are always welcome.
