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FINER FEELINGS OF SOLDIER

BOYS

NOT BLUNTED BY WAR

. CANADIAN HE QUARTERS IN
FRANOE, via London, June 18.—The
enemy artillery whi¢h for several
days has been little in evidence at
this part of the front, has again be-
come fairly active. Much cf the shell-
ing is in the vicinity  of Reservoir
Hill. This is a miniature reproduction
of Vimy Ridge and lies in the north
east of the electric station. The bat
talion now holding this portion ¢ the
line has been industriously improving
the trenches, Ithus lessening the
casualties. Scme occur despite the
best precautions.

Yesterday while out visiting the

nt I saw an incident that proves
that the finer feelings of the men are
nct blunted by daily contract with
death. Three bodies of victims of the
énemy artillery lay on a mortuary
truck awaiting removal to the ceme-
tery behind the lines. Bach was
wrapped in his blanket which ils the
universal substitute at the front for
winding sheet and coffin. A compan-

1on of the dead, a ycung fellow bare-
ly out of his teens, had risen early
and gone out into the wood of the
swallows to find some flcvers that he
might lay upon the breasts of = his
friends as a tribute of affection. He
returned carrying an armful of roses,
wet with the dew of morn and shed-
ding their fragrance widely. It was a
touch of pcatic sentiment amid the
grit and prose of war.

Later, in the woods, we came upon
the place where the roses grew in
great abundance. In a small clearing,
girt about by German wire entangle-
ments, lay the ruins of an isolated
cottage. A shell had so smashed it
that scarcely cne brick remained un-
broken. Around the heap of war’s dis-
olation bloomed a rose garden. that
must have been the pride of its own-
er. A refuge far from the roses she
had tendered with still evident care,
the woman c¢{ the rose garden would
find consolation in the thought that
her flowers had lain on the breasts of
men who came from the surf beaten
shores of Canada to.redeem her gar-
den with their life blcod.

for man without a whimper— he utt-
ers only the groan of the dumb and
speechless. It was he.who delighted
the hearts of kings, princes and poten
tates. He is the useful servitor not
only of royalty, but of the ‘humblest
human creature, be he peasant or even
peddler. d g

“One torment of the horses life is
the average thcughtlessly cfuel boy
who drives. the grocery, wagon. The
vouth no sooner jumps on the wagon
than the reins are given a hard, sharp
glap on the horses's back, and he is
kept going at full speed. When he
wants to stop he hauls up the lines so
suddenly and so violently as to almost
pull the animal down on its haun-
ches. Many of thesé youths
beats the horse with a  whip
and the welts thus made are always
silent witnesses of the boy’s cruel na-
ture to know or to care what happens
to his horse, so long as he can sell
groceries and deliver the goeds.

“In dealing with the horse, let us
put ourselves in his place. Let us
practice the goldn rule. Suppose you
were the horse and.the horse the
man, how would you like the horse to
treat you? Answer that question hon-
estly and mercy to the hcrse and to
all other animals is’ instantly solved
satisfactorily.”

STARTING A BALKY HORSE

By Alred H. Pope in “Our Dumb

Animals.”

l Ot all vices that equine flesh is
| heir to, the most annoying to the av-
erage horse owner and driver is balk-
ing, or not balking, which consists
in rearing or plunging when first ask-
ed to start, particularly after a few
days’ rest, or what is =till worse, try-
ing to start with a jump when only
half hitched. The main reason that I
think i¢ is so aggravating is that so
few know how to combat it. A balky
horse has the most sense, the con-
firmed runaway the least, of any
horse.

1 have bought more balky horses
than those with any other vice for
that reason. Once they are broken of
balking, they make the best of hors-
es, not afraid of the objects that us-
ually scare those of other tempera-
ments.

The little simple trick 1 am going
to describe and that has proved so
satisfactory in so many cases is not
intended to break the horse of balk:
ing, which in most cases involves a
lot of time, patience, and more or less
thorough knowledge of horse nature,
put rather to help those who have
been caught, perhaps with a new
horse that started away from home
211 right but has now balked, becaur?2
the conditiong under which he has
balked before have again presented
themselves.

The average driver, when caught in
this way, starts in by petting and
coaxing the horse and winde up by
losing his temper and beating it unti
stopped by passersby or some pol-
iceman.

A horse hag only one idea in his
head at a time, and in this case he
has decided not to go any further
with that particular load, and the
coaxing and pating are not sufficient
to cause him to think of anything elee
The whipping only makes him more
stubborn and determined not to.
Now we have got to find something
that will give him something else tc
think about,

All horses, and mules more so_than
horses, hate to have their ears ham:
pered. In fact no horse ever decides
upon a different course of action
without first moving its ears from the
normal position, and here is the key
to the whole idea. As soon a3 it balks
get down from the seat and deliber-
ately take one ear and push it under
the crown piece of the bridle so that
it is fast and Jleave the horse to its
own devices for a few minutes. He
will commence shaking his head and
doing everything he can think of to
gey that ear loose, until he has for-
gotten all about balking and his
whole thoughts are centered upon
freeing that ear. Now let the driver
get back on the waggon, call on the
horse to start, and off he goes. I have
proved thig trick to be succesgful
with cow-horses that thought it nec-
essary to buck and pitch when first
mounted in the morning, and with
rearers in the saddle and horses hard
to hitch. Leave the ear where it is
for about twenty minutes, then stop
and free it. fet the horse have time
to shake his head and be satisfied
that everything is all right again, and
off he will go as pleasantly as pos-
sible.

Ae 1 said before, this trick will not
break a horse from balking, but it
will invariably start one that has
balked on the road, provided he
hasn't already been whipped and ab-
