IN BROOKLYN
NEW YORK, Nov. 18—Before .o
Inrxc audience in the Brookiyn Acad
emy of music last night James Bryce
Ambassador from Great Britain  to
Washington delivered an address on
“(Gireat Britain and the United Sta-
tes and What They Have Done for
Progress.”’ The: meeting was held
under the auspices of the Brooklyn
Institute of Arts and Science, before
which Ambassador Br vce appeared on
his last visit to Brooklyn twenty-cne
years ago. Dr. 8t. Clair McKelway
pr led in the absence of Mayor Gay-
nor, who'sent his regrets. President
Taft sent this telegram to the trus-
tees of the institute .—

“[ heartily congratulate you on the
pleasure you are to bave in hearing
Ambassador Bryce this evening. 1
very mur‘h regret that 1 cannot pe
with you.’'

After reierrving to what KEngiana
