He ordered New York
Giants’ manager to come to Cin-
cinnat{ next Tuesday and tell his
story. ‘

“The Commissioner is making a
complete investigation of the case,”
Walter Mulbry, secretary of base-
ball, said in announcing the sus-
pension.

Durocher told a press confer-
ence in Boston, where the Glants
played tonight that the affair was
“ridiculous”.

Then he announced that coach
Frankie Frisch, a man after his
own style, would handle the club,
and that he would return to New
York.

After announcing that Frisch

NEW YORK, April 20—(AP)—
This could mark the end of the
line for Leo Durocher.

Accused for the second time In
his managerial ‘career of punching
a fan, the baldish, pugnacious lit-
tle pilot of New York Giants will
have his heart in his throat when
he walks into Commissioner A. B.
(Happy) Chandler’s office In Cin-
cinnat{ next Tuesday.

It has been a matter of com-
mon bellef in baseball circles this
spring that Chandler had placed
Leo ‘on probation.

The abruptness with which the
Commissioner slapped an indefin-
ite suspension on Durocher today,
less than 24 hours after Leo was
accused of having attacked Fred
Boysen, 22-year-old Brooklyn fan,
lent credence to the bellef that
Chandler’s temper was set on a
halr trigger.

The Giants say they are solldly
behind Durocher. They were busy
today gathering evidence in his
behalf. But it still looks bad for
the little guy who can't seem to
keep out of trouble.

It is only a matter of months
since Durocher —and his Ghants’
bosses—were on Chandler’s carpet
for having offered Freddy Fitz-
slmmons a coaching job without
having consulted his team employ-
ers, Boston Braves.

Leo was sternly reprimanded
for that one. the club fined and
Fitz enjoined from reporting to
the Glants until a month after
spring training began.

Since then, Chandler is reported
to have given Leo still another
bawling-out for squabbling with
umpires in an exhibition game
down south. In early National
League games Durocher has been
—for him—exceptionally quiet.
The Commissioner first lowered
“the bocn” on Leo in the spring
of '47, when he suspended him
for the season from his job of
managing Brooklyn for “conduct
detrimental to the gdme.”
