-satchels and books. He learned the
trade of g blacksmith, but took ad-
vantage of night 'school. To indi-
cate the kind of mental world in
which he lived I need mention some:
of the books which were his Lfe'
long friends, He knew Epictetus,'
Marcus Aurelius, Emerson, Carlyle,|
Browning and Matthew Arnold. He\
liked that rare literary treat —!'
the sonnets of Shakespeare.

Thinking of his trade, I recall
what I was told of another man
who not only made sparks fly from
his anvil, but often on a Monday
mornl;l’ would leave the oxen un-
shod while he talked with three,
clergymen who found that hej
knew what was in Keats, Shelley|
and Carlyle. The very walls of the
forge had more thap cobwebs—they
had mind.

Oppenheim, who died not long
ago, was self educated, we are
told. For a time he wrought at or-
dinary work. Perhaps one of the
best’ illustrations of this matter of
self-education is Hugh Miller, the
geologist. He tells his story in his
autobiography, “My schools and
Bchoolmasters.” It is a fascinat-
lnf tale. He sabd, “the grand a-
chievement of my life was the art
of holding converse with books.”

We recall] how Samuel Johnson
surprised the examiners at Oxfore
university when he made his ap-
pearance there. He had read wide-
ly, following a system framed by
himself and showed that he was
a prodigy of learning. He browsed
in_his father's library.

What DeQuincey called “the lit-
erature of power” should not Le
neglected in this matter of self-
education. To know where the best
is found, and to get to know some
of its treasures, is to have riches
that are not in any market, bought
or sold. The two blacksmiths that
I referred to knew how to hammer
iron into beautiful shapes, but they
knew too where were “the realms
of gold.”

con said that some books wete
to be “tasted, some to be swall-
owed and some few to be chewed
and digested.” These few to be read
wholly and with diligence and at-
tention, Did not Joseph Butler say
that “likely more time was wasted
in reading than in any other way.”
Possibly many of us read too fast.
Harriet Martineau read a page an
hour. Robertson of Brighton, a
famous Anglican minister, said, in
writing to a young lady who had
ykod him for advice in reading,
