Decision Reserved
By Copyright
Appeal B_o_a_rd

OTTAWA, Jan, 22—(CP)— The
Copyright Appeal Board reserved
decision Saturday on the 1950 fees
the Composers, Authors and Pub-
lishers' _Association of Canada
plans to charge for the use of
works in its repertoire,

The three-man board, headed by
Mr, Justice J. T. Thorson, presi-
dent of the Exchequer Court,
heard several protests against the
fees during a two-day hearing.

John Jennings, counsel for the
CBC, protested against the pro-
posed 1950 charges against the
CBC. C.AP.AC., which pays part
of the fees to the authors of its
works, plans to charge radio sta-
tions $292,718 this year, an increase
of more than $20,000 over 1949.

The CBC would be required to
pay $146,359 and the privately-
owned statoins as a group would
pay a similar amount. The fee is
fixed at the rate of 14 cents per
Jicensed radio-receiving set, The
CBC pays seven cents a set and
the private stations a similar
amount.

Mr, Jennings asked that the
CBC 'fee be reduced to four cents
per licensed receiving set.

There were complaints as well
from the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way, the Auditorium Owners and
Operators Association, the Hotel
Association of Canada, the Assoc-
iated Broadcasting Company of
Toronto and the Ontario Music
Operators Association,

In previous years ballrooms,
dance halls, roller and jce-skating
rinks were charged on the basis
of the number of performer hours.
Under the 1950 scale they would
be charged on the basis of receipts
from admission charges.

The Auditorium Association, the
CP.R. and the Hotel Association
contends that the new scale would
mean a drastic increase in fees
to C.A.P.A.C. They sald that a lic-
ense which cost $38 in 1949 would
cost $720 in 1950, They suggested
that the fee be based on the num-
ber of admissions and that the
charge be 1-8 or 1-4 of a cent per

person.
H.. E. Manning, counsel for C.

would make the users of C. A. P
A. C. music pay what was in keep-
ing with the value of the Assocla-
tion's repertoire, He said it was
u;(:-‘enllsnc to base fees on the
number of admissions.
