Little Attention
Given Nfld.
Defence In Talks

By D'AR,CY O’DONNELL

OT'1AWA, ywy 26—(Cr) — Dis-
cussions beiween Canada and
Newfoundlana on tne possibiuty
of the island s entry into confed-
eration lave not gone into detail
on questions of aelence,
learned today.

A source In ciose touch with the
aiscyssions said both parties re-
alized that if Newifoundland be-
came a 1l0th province ail matters
of the island’s defence would be-
come a lederal concern. This was
made clear in documents outlin-
ing the tunctions of the National
Defence Department.

The questivn was left there and
the source believed that nothing
further would be said until the
confederation issue is settled.

Meantime, at a meeting today,
a sub-coinmittee from the seven-
man Newfoundland delegation gave
federal officials information on
the island's $78,000,000 public debt.

Joseph Smallwood of Gander,
Nifld., secretary of the delegation
and member of the sub commit-
tee, said the Information was
given to officials of the Bank of
Canada and of the Departments
of Finance and External Affairs.
He sald the question of whether
or not Canada would take over
the debt in the event of union
was not broached.

Declines Comment

He said the sub-committee was
appointed simply to provide and
obtain facts which would be re-
ported to plenary sessions. A
plenary session likely would be
held tomorrow or Wednesday and
the terms under which Canada
might take over the debt possibly
would come up -for discussion

Mr, Smallwood declined to com-
ment on the question of defence,
saying simply that the Brétish
North America Act made it clear
that the Federal Government was
responsib'e for the defence of the
country.

However, it is known that Can-
ada is vitally interested in the
1siand’s defence. It is understood
some Canadian officials have stud-
1ed what the position would be
with respect to the three major
American bases cn the island in
the event of union.

The United States was given
g9-year leaser early in the war to
a military Lase at St. John's, s
rnavy base at Argentina and an
air base a: Stephensville. The

ereignty over the land where the
bases are located, still have 92
years to run.

Not Immed‘ate Problem

However, the Canadian officials
are not lcoking at the question as

" an immediate problem. The New-

foundland people still have to de-
clde whether they want to emter
confederation and the decision
may not be known until late this
vear or 'n 1948

The discussions now are aimed
«t uncovering basis on which union
of the two ccuntries weuld be mut-
uallv _ satisfartory. The visitirg
delegation will revort back to the
45-man Newfoundland national
convention elected last vear to re-
commend a “uture form or forms
cf movernment for the island.

After hearing the revort of the
aelegation the convention will de-
c'de whether union with Canada
should be p'sced on the ballot

when the Newfound'and neovle
are asked to cecide their future
form of government.
