Makes Sacrifice
To Help Science

LONDON, July 16.—A dying Af-
rican chief's fortitude in allowing

The story ©f this 32-year old
medical research has just come to
light, “For months, Mandombi, a
chief of Nigeria, lay doomed, but
with great courage he sulbmitted
to experiments which enabled Dr.
Arthur 'Fagan, then a young house
physician, to trace the cause of the
disease and lay the foundations to-
wards present-day medical know -
ledge on the subject.

The committee of the London
Hospital has decided to erect a tab-
let in the institution recording the
circumstance of the case. The tab-
let may ‘be placed over the bed
wheré Mandombi lay. Dr. Fagan,
who is now in practice in North
London, took Mandombi's case in
hand soon after the chief arrived
at the hospital, It-was not so much
for his own sake that the chief con-
sented to make the journey, but
rather*that he might be experi-
mented on for the good of his peo-
ple. Bvery four hours flor two
months, Mandombi allowed Dr. Fa-
gan to take a specimen of his blood
for microscopical examination.

The experiments which had been
made wpon him led to valuable re-
sults. After much research, Dr.
Fagan discovered that the disease
had its origin in ' the tsetse fly.
Since then London medical students
have heen to Nigeria to investigate
the disease, and the consequence
is that the number of its victims
is much smaller.
