He remained in the
western capital as assistant agent,
ticket agent and operator until
1913 when he was appointed
station agént. In 1916 he hécame
Superintendent of the Island Div-
ision.

Mr. Grady's service with the
railway bridged the time between
the old wood burning locomotives
in use when he entered the em-
ploy of the Prince Edward Is'and
Railway to the newest . glant
streamlined locomotive which pull-
ed trains on which he-travelled in
recent years.

The Island road in whose ser-
vice Mr. Grady began his 'long
railroading career was a narrow
gunge road, with extremely light
rofls. poor ties and no ballast.
