LONDON, Jan. 31 — (AP) —
Members of the House of Com-
mons—conscious that the absence
of their leaders and a meeting of
the “Big Three" might be synony-
mous—were given a guardéd hint
today that the question of early
Soviet aid against apan
been removed from the agends of
that conference,

Replying to a suggestion that
British war prisoners would re-
ceive better treatment if Russia
spoke sharply to Japan, Minister
of State Richard Law said “it is
not proposed to ralse this ques-
tion At the forthcoming confer-
ence.” N
Mr., Law's reply, coupled with
Harry Hopkins’ statement in Italy
that Britain and the United States
were counting on their own re-
sources against the Japanese, drew
the interpretation  here that
President Roosevelt, Premier Stal-
in and ‘Prime Minister Churchill
would have other things to talc
about. Treatment of war prison-
ers could have been a logical ap-
proach if an early Japanese-Rus-
slan breach was contemplated.

‘The absence of both Mr, Chur-
chill and Foreign Secretary Eden
from the House on a day when
Mr. Eden is almost always pres-
ent to answer questions on for-
eign affairs drew fresh specula~
tion that the fateful conference
was close at hand.

Some members argued, as did
the Berlin radio, at the big
meeting already was under way.
