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RCEFUL SERMON BY
REV. DR

FULLERTON

The Fourth and l.dst Sermon in Series on Death,
Judgment, Heaven and Hell.

In St James Church last evening
Dr Fullerton preached the fourth and
last of his series of sermons on Death,
Judgment, Heaven and Hell. There
was a large congregation, and the
musical portion: of the service was
excellent, Mrs Hare contributing a
very fine solo. Considerable interest
has been evidenced in these sermons,
and last evening’s was particularly
good.

The text was taken from the Gospel
of 8t Matthew xxiii. 83: ' Ye serpents,
ye generation of vipers, how can ye
escape the damnation of hell?" This,
said the preacher, wasg the stern utter-
ance of Jesus Christ, not against the
outcast of society nor the ostracised
of the Church; not against the drunk-
ard, the sensualist, but sternly and
directly against the members of the
Church of God, who were either living
a double life or unconsciously injuring
others and thereby injuring His
Kingdom. He calls them, in no un-
measured language, a generation of
vipers, and tells them there is nothing
for them but the damnation of hell.
A’ few years ago it was customary for
the great Spurgeon to advise his
students in their teaching, always to
shake their hearers well over the pit
before they concluded a sermon.
“That is the custom of a few to-day
‘who have not grasped the higher
revelation and broader vision that has
come to our age through the teaching
of, Jesus Christ, Where you have
preaching combined with ignorance
you may have fire and enthusiasm,
but you always have a materialism
that the preacher himself does not
understand and that can never do
either good or injury to his hearers.
. It is true that twenty-five or thirty
years ago we heard more of hell and
heaven in preaching than we do to-
day. But we have changed; we no
longer emphasise what lies beyond
the.grave.. -We are placing the accent
on”thie prédent life. We are not
dréamers. about something that will
drop froth the clouds and regenerate
humanity. We are idealists working
for the dawn of a new heaven, and a
new éafth, that day that will declare

humanity as a whole to be the temple
of the llving God. And for this out-
look ofi life, on death, on eternity,

we are hot indebted to the preachers
of the Christian Church, we are not
indebted. to the great theologians; we
are Indébted to the poets of the Vic-
torlan era, to some of the brilliant
intellects of New England. They have
given A8 that vision of God that en-
ableg {Ii to sing that * the love of God
is broader than the measure of man’s
mind, and the heart of the Eternal is
most wonderfully kind.” But this
change does not only apply to the
One hundred years ago Lord Chan-

preaching in the Christian Church.
cellor Allenbury (?) opposed a bill
that sought to declare that the theft
of five shillings was . not a capital
offence. = He insisted that if they
ceased hanging then for stealing a
doHar and a quarter property would
not be safe, and every bishop in the
House of Lords stood up by him in
his opposition to that reform. To-day
the temper of jurisprudence is so im-
proved that the idea of vengeful pun-
ishment cannot he endorsed anywhere.
The penalties enacted by law are
either for the henefit of society or for
the good of the individual criminal.
Why should we not carry that same
advance of thought, that same nobler
conception of God into our teaching,
into our ideas of the unseen and
eternal. On omne occasion the great
Bismarck was shot at, and during the
following meal he discussed it with
his wife; and she sald, ‘If.T saw the
assassin in such a position in heaven
that I could push him down into hell
I would gladly do it’ And the iron
Bismarck said, ‘You could not be in
heaven and have that feeling in your
mind.’ It is incompatible with the
presence of God in life, and yet how
much we Christians nurse the idea of
vengeance. A man known to me,
preacher, says that in the city of
London not very long ago a preacher
depicting, the last  judgment said,
‘ Young man, when you are sent to hell
at the judgment day you will hear
someone chime in Amen, and you will
turn and see that it is your mother.
Young woman, you will go through the
same experience and it will be your
father.! It is impossible to believe in
such extravaganza of barbaric hate.
We have not so learned the Christ.
The revelation of God has taught us
some things higher and better, and we
cannot believe in the idea,that our
Almighty God, who gave us the Christ,
is a torturer. ‘Surely that is.a de-
graded phantom that should pass away
and never reappear. The brilliant but
lurid imagination of Dante is not in
keeping with the light of the Cross
of Jesus Christ. Let us aholish these
thoughts for ever. They are a slander
on the God who did not demand from
us a sacrifice because we have sin,
but who gave the sacrifice and gave
the highest and best that he had. And
yet, in the light of Christian revela-
tion, there is a heaven, there is a hell.
These are tremendous realities. They
meet us here; they meet us hereafter,
Death does not put an abrupt end to
the continuity and unbroken develop:
ment of character. We take our char-
acters with us, and each one of us
goes to his own place. The great
question, when we speak of hell and
heaven, is, how are we going to enter

RUSSIA OFFICILLY
TELLS OF ITS SUCCESS

(Special to The Guardian)

PETROGRAD, March 28.—The chief
official staff of the Russian army head-
quarters in-the Caucasus to-day gave
out the following statement: On
March 26th the Turks at{eampted an
offensive movement in the Black Sea
coast region but they were thrown
back to the left bank of the Arkhave,
In Chorrokh Pass our units continue
to drive the Turks towards Artven in
the direction of Sanganluk Mountains
and in the Valley of Alaskert there
have been minor engagements. In the
other  direction there "has been no
modification in the situation. An offi-
cial statement from general headquar-
ters issued last night said that West
of Middle Niemen on the right bank
of Narew and on the left bank of the
Vistula there has been no essential
change in the situation. In the Car-
pathians we have made considerable
progress in the direction of Bartfield.
The' Austrians in falling back set fire
to the Village of Sebro.

In the direction of Balligrod we
have carried a fortified height East of
Ravoljetz, Near Ruskedydinva, and
Koziouwka we successfully repelled
important forces of the enemy. Dur-
ing the course of the day we made
prisoners of about 2,600 Austrians, be-
sides forty officers and we captured
geven machine guns. In Eastern Gali-
c¢la we drove back a battalion which
drossed the Dniester near Jojava in-
flicting very heavy losses,

Another Russian official statement
concerning the progress of the war,
issued last night, says on March 26th
the Germans between Skwa and Pissa

‘attacked repeatedly twice, capturing
gome of our trenches near the villages
of Seraln and Tarlak but we drove
them back on each occasion to their
former positions. The Germans lost
heavily. Germans in certain sections
North of Ezareff have been stealing
our overcoats which are superior to
theirs, = Their soldiers constantly
leave the trenches to strip overcoats
from our dead but our effective fire
makes them pay dearly for their theft.
At Ossowetz the Germans repeated-
Iy tried to fly a captive balloon but
our gung hit it every time. As a re-
gult of the absolute «superiority of
our guns the German batteries’ fire is
only short, being silenced quickly. In
o fight at the village of Karaska we
took over a hundred prisoners and six
machine guns. A number of Czechs
belonging to the garrison of Przemysl
are clamoring for permission to fight
for Slavdom in the Russian ranks.

WAR SUMMARY

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, March 28.—Battles for

the Carpathian passes continue with
extreme violence, this being the only
region where, at the moment, fighting
on a large scale is taking place.. The
Russians, who recently regained pos-
session of Dukla Pass, are pushing for-
ward toward Baretfield on one side
and Svidnik on the other, where, if
they achieve their object, they would
have in their possession the heads of
the railroads running southward into
Hungary. The Russians are also
carrying —on - offensive  operations
against Uzzok Pass to the east, but at
Tukhilka Pags, still further to .the
east, they apparently are satisfled to
withstand the Austro-German attacks
against the strong positions at Kozou-
wka, which the Germans tried to cap-
ture, Along the rest of the eastern
front the battle is desultory in char-
acter due to melting snow and rivers
open or covered with a thin ice which
will not .bear their weight.
. In the west. also the commanders
are waiting for better conditions be-
fore making any effort on a large
scale, although the French here and
there attempt to capture positions
which would give them advantage
when a general offensive is detided
on. Their more recent efforts have
been directed against the heights of
the Meuse, to the east and south of
Verdun, in which both they and the
Germans claim to have made gains.
The object of these operations is to
compel the Germans to evacuate St
Mihiel, where their line reaches to
River Meuse, causing considerable
bending of the KFrench front.

The general public are more inter-
ested in operations in the Dardanelles;]
of which, however, nothing officially
has been published for some days. It
is presumed the Allied fleet is waiting
for the mine sweepers to complete
their work before attacks on the forts
are renewed, perhaps also for the
arrival of reinforcements in ships,
men and ammunition. Upon the suc-
cess of these operations depends not
only the fate of Turkey, but probably
the future policy of the Balkan States
and Italy.

In Italy a big demonstration was
held to-day calling on the Government
to take action and realise the ambi-
tiong of the country while in the Bal-
kan capitals the diplomats of the
Allied nations are busily engaged in
an endeavour to reorganise the Balkan
League and insure simultaneous inter-
yention of all the Balkan Powers on
the side of the Allies. Before this
can be done Serbia must be induced
to make concessions to Bulgaria in
that part of Macedonia which fell to
her after the last Balkan war.

The helpfulness of such
an association would be far-reaching
in its benefit, and ‘only depended on a
proper foundation being formed.

Prof. Reek was caled by the chair
and gave some valuable advice con-
cerining the proper formation of such
a scheme and how it could be financed
to the advantage of all concerned.

Several members cited \views pro
and con concerning the scheme, but
all felt that a clearer view of the
necessities for forming an association
must be had and the general outcome
would need to be plainer,

and seconded by Mr Horace Wright,
‘“That a Co-operative Seed Association
beformed and the directors be appoint-
ed and incorporation applied for.”

business of over $250,000 last year had
been transacted. He said, moreover,
that the recent annual meetings had
been exceptionally well attended and
that there was a marked advatice {n
the interest being taken in the move-
ment, which fact was referred to as
being the best possible /indication of
the good the movement was doing and
the determination of the farmiers to
continue and bring the enterprice to
still greater perfection.

Mr Benson, the Poultyr Representa-

tive of the Federal Live StockBranch,
was the principal speaker of the evon-
ing. First of all Mr Benson pointed
out the opportunity which now awaits
the farmers of Canada with respect to
the development of an export trade in
eggs with Great Britain. This was
desirable and advantageous,  particu-
larly because of the dire stralts which
the Mother Country is now in as fe-
gards her supply of this most necés-
sary commodity. She will this year
be short of over 100,000,000 dozeéns of
Eggs, due to the cutting. off of her
usual available supplies. Great Britain
is the greatest egg importing éoiintry
in the world, Canada should welcome
this opportunity of gaining access to
the British egg market.
Mr Benson then suggested that a
few changes and additions be made to
the constitution and by-laws. = These
were accepted by the meeting. The
old board of directors were re-elected.
After th conclusion of the business
part of the Programme, Mr Benson
proceeded. He explained that the
present low price of eggs was in large
measure due to economic conditions,
brought about by unemployment and
financial stringency due to the war.
The buying eapacity of the public had
been reduced and unless the price
was brought down to a certain figure
a large proportion of the consuming
population could.not. afford to buy.

He further pointed out the benefits
which the farmets had already’ é&llq:!
from the Egg Circle movement.  There
was a marked improvement in quality.
A considerable increase in production
had heéen brought about.— And the
prices realised were most decidedly in
advance of those that would have been
paid had the egg circles not existed.
It was true that at times the apparent
difference between store and circle
price was not great., This, however,
was explained by a number of store-
keepers themselves who have acknow-
ledged .that. frequently they paid the
farmers more for eggs than they could
get for them. He said further that
many country storekeepers are com-
ing to appreciate the good the egg
circles .are doing. They realise that
the present needless loss eliminated
and an increase in production, affect-
ing, as these things will, the prosperity
of the farmer, i8§ bound to have &
favourable effect upon their bisiness.
Mr Reek, the second speaker, told
the audience that the eyes of the Agrl-
cultural interests of the wholé Domin-
ion were upon them. He had, whilg'in
the other provinces, heard and read
a great deal about the Egg Circle
movement in Prince Edward Island,
and after making a recent personal
ivnestigation he was pleased beyond
expression at the progress made thus
far and the bright prospects for
greater future success, as indicated by
the genuine earnestness of the farmers
in the undertaking.
