year. For the respective years 1911

92.43, and swine. 94.36 to 92.77.

The announced coming of the Duke
of Connaught to assume his vice-
regal duties at Ottawa has revived
interest in political and social circles
in that prospective event. His higher
rank than any of his predecessors at
the head of the Dominion, and espe-
cially his membership in the Royal
Family and his close relation to the
King and the late King Edward must,
give a certain additional prestige to/
the high office of Governor General
and in the eyes of the aristocratic
world to the Dominion itself.

curiosity as to whether or not a

It is only in that regard, on the so-
cial side, so to speak, that any un-
certainty or doubt exists as to the
complete success of his official term
at Ottawa. And in that regard he
will be well advised by Hhis Privy
Council, made up as it is largely of
men who have sprung from the ranke
and have gained their present posi-
tions by ability, character and popu
lar favor.
