CENTRAL ALBERTA WHEAT
ALREADY IN THE STOOK

EDMONTON, Sept 6—Practical-
ly 100 per cent of Central Alber-
ta’s wheat crop is im the istook,
and threshing has already com-
menced in many districts, accord-
ing to last wcek’s report on The
BRdmonton Journal. In a few iso-
lated . districts where the wettest
August since 1916 has impeded
harvesting operations, binders are
still working overtime, but gene-
rally speaking the crop has been
cut and frost bogey averted.

\First threshing returns are en-
couraging. Threshing has been In
progress at Viking for a weeek,
where a  40-acre field of ruby
wheat yielded 800 bushels.

Reports as to the probable yield
vary. Vegreville - estimates 25 to
30 bushels of wheat on breaking
and summer-fallow, as low as ten
bushels on old land and an aver-
age of 15 to 18 bushels. It is prob|
ably that this estimate will apply
in a great many districts. At Lloyd
minster the estimate for wheat is
20 to 25, and oats 26 to 30 bushels.
Many wheat fields in the St. Paul
district are expected to yield from
25 to 40 bushels to the acre. Bis-
by expects 20 to 25 bushels.
