THE REFORM OF THE UPPER HOUSES.

It is in the nature of things ex-
tremely difficult to eflect reforms in
an upper and co-ordinate House of
Parliament to which that House is
opposed. Thus in the United States
the House of Representatives has re-
peatedly passed a resolution in favor
of submitting a constitutional”
amendment to the State Legisla-
tures, changing the method of elect-
ing Senators, but the Senate has
every time thrown it out. As' mat-
ters now stand the people of the
United States would obviously
change the method of selecting; Sen-
ators but for tha obstacles in" the'
way. - The people of the United King-
dom are about to effect radical
changes in the House of Lords.

The dominant party in Canada was
before coming into power committed
by its platform to such reform of the
Senate ‘‘as would bring it into bar-
mony with the principles of popular
government.”’” This has not yet been
done or attempted, because of the dif-
ficulty of formulating a plan of re.
form that would be accepted by the
majority of the Senate and at the
sama time meet with general popu-
lar approval. The several Provinces
with the exception of Quebec and

more | Nova Scotia, have all, after consid-

erable difficulties, got rid of their
several Legislative Councils and seem
to get along quite as well without
them, but in regard to the TUpper
House of the federal Parliament
there has not yet arisen any general
or widespread demand for its aboli-
tion.

A PENSION' LIST—THE

The huge pension list of the United
States and its enormous cost to the
Ination is an object lasson to . the
|world, It is now almost half a cen-
itm‘y since the War of the Rebellion
‘and three-fourths of those who sur-
vived that great struggle are dead,
but the nation is still paying $157,-
000,000 a year in pensions growing
out of it. That sum is well on to-
ward two dollars per head of the
population of the country, and it
equals the cost of the maintenance of
|the big British navy. And yet the
pension list has grown from a com-
paratively small beginning. One year
:atter the cessation of hostilities the
United States Government was pay-
ing eight and a half millions of dol-
lars to its disabled soldiers.

In 1867 the amount was swelled to
18 millions and five years later reach-
ed 30 millions. It fluctuated slight-
“ly upwards and downwards till 1880
when it suddenly advanced to 57

millions, passed. the 100 million
mark in 1880 and attained a maxi-
mum of 158 millions in 1893. These
figures are exclusive of the cost of
the Pension Bureau and the pension
agencies, which in the 41 years 1866-
1907. amounted to over 110 millions.
The extension of the system to in-
clude new classes of pensioners, and
the allowance of claims which were

at first rejected swelled the total
payments larger and larger from

From 1863 to 1910 inclusive the
cost of pensions, the Pension Bureau
and agencies has aggregated over
four billions of dollars and this is
still being swelled at the rate of 157
millions a year.

What it cost the North and the
South in precious lives, in terrible
suffering, in money and in property
destroyed during the bloody struggle
itself, no accountant can compute.

FRESH FISH SHIPMENTS.

In view of the growing importance
of the trade in fresh fish, particular-
1y smelts and eels shipped during the
winter season to the markets of Bos-
ton and New York, The Guardian
has taken some considerable pains to
obtain information for shippers. A
representative of this-journal regu-
larly visits the fish markets of those
cities and confers' at length with
those engaged in the trade. Care has
been taken to accept only advertise-
ments from those whom he believes
to be reliable and it is hoped that
business between shippers and these
advertisers may prove to be entirely
satisfactory.

It is of the first importance to
both shippers and consignees that
the shipments shall arrive in good
order and at'the best time of the
week 0 be disposed of to an advan-
tage. dven with the greatest care
and the hest precautions there will
Ineeessarily be occasional loss in such
‘perishahle goods as fresh fish, espe-
cially when soft

between the date of shipment and
their arrival in Boston and New
York, or immediately after their ar-
rival, as must sometimes occur. To
avoid this risk as far as possible it
is most  important too that fish
should be shipped so that they will
reach their destination early in the
week as fish arriving the last of the
week are liable to be kept over Sun-
day (the Saturday market closes
early in the morning) and in conse-
quence - be spoiled or greatly reduced
in value. -

Fresh fish sale is always early each
day. Dealers prefer to receive ‘smelts
shipped in regular boxes rather than
in barrels, although it is usually bet-
ter to ship in barrels early in the
season before the frost sets in. The
fish should be carefully packed side
by side in two tiers in the boxes,
the heads at the outside and the
tails bverlaping and in the middle of
the hox; they should be laid straight
and not cross piled and thus when
exposed for sale present an attractive
appearance. Those shipped in bar-
rels must necessarily be dumped out
in' large trays before being offerad for
sale.

Careless or designing shippers
a few layers of large fresh fish at
the top and bottom of the box or
barrel with smalle® or partly decom-
posed fish between Honesty is
the best policy in the fish trade as
in other lines of business. The fish
should never be wrapped in paper or
have mixed in with them seaweed or
refuse of any kind as is sometimes
done for they invariably present a
dirty and distasteful appearance, and
in the event of soft weather interven-
ing they may be spoiled, either  of
which reduces,the value by several
cants per pound or makes them
tirely unsalgable.

Another point worth observing it
to assort the fish by sizes making
two or three grades and having each
box contain fish of uniform
throughout as nearly as

Put nothing in the boxes but fish
and in mild weather a little ice. No
water should be put in with fish—
only ice. From two to three times as
much can be realized from . smalts
shipped in boxes with ice only as in
barrals with ice and * water, as it}
whitens the gills and reduces the val-
lue. Even in barrels with ice only
they come through in a mussed up
condition.. The writer has noticed the
marked difference when placed for
sale in Boston and New York. The
nicer they are packed and more care-
fully they are assorted the higher the
price' they will realize, for Americans
flo not mind the price if the ‘arti(:le
{s in good shape. §

1t is also advisable that all ship-
I ments be made by express. This 'is
absolutely necessary in mild weather
and only during the coldest weather
can they be made by freight and then
at considerable risk.

By observing these rules, shipping
at the right time of the week, - and
with fish properly assorted and pack-
ed so as to arrive in clean and pre-
sentable condition the best results
will be obtained. Those who will take
the pains to cater 'to the taste " of
their customars in the fish trade as
in all other trades will find their re-
ward in increased prices. Shipments
in boxes greatly facilitate the hand-
ling of the fish as well as preserving
them in' good order and the better
financial results will more than repay
the increased time. and trouble.
