Canada must establish domestic
peace and grogress before she c¢an
hope to become an 4important
factor in the solution of world
problems, John Brec Progres-
slve Conservative leader, sald to-
night in & speech prepared for

Mr. Bracken criticized the Gov-
ernment for its handling of labor
and farm disputes.

“This country is just eme:
from a long period of industria)
strife. The fact is we have had
an economic civil war on our
hands. We seem to have lost the
political technique either to bring
these wasteful disputes to an early
end or to prevenmt their recur-
rence. It is a primary function
of government to make the econ-
cmy of the country work. In this
case the government demonstrated
a total incapacity to do so.”

To tell striking farmers that
they were not entitled to parity
prices was to tell them that they
must be prepared to remain in a
rermanent position of economic
inferiority, he said.

“They are asking neither more
nor less than prices that will bear
a fair relationshilp to the prices of
things that they have to buy,”
Mr. Bracken said. “And that is
exactly what reasonable labor
geeks—a just relationship between
wages and the cost of lving. If
there is anything unfair about
either demand I would lke to
know, what the element of unfair-
ness 1s.”

The housing situation was in a
state of chaos and was “another
evidence of the stdte of -affairs
we are heading into as the result
of government bungling and in-
competence.”

OTTAWA, Oct. 2—(CP) — The
legal decks were cleared today for
the triil of Harold Samuel Gerson
of Montreal and Ottawa, a 4l-vear-
old geologist who is alleged by the
Crown to be the agent “Gray” in
a Russian ‘espionage ring in Can-

ada,

The dark, sturdy, Montreal-born
son of Russian parents pleaded
not gulilty in Ontario Supreme
Court today to a charge of con-
spiring with a large number of
anadians and Russian lhnbass.y
officials to gather and communi-
cate confidential information
for Soviet Russia.

He was selected by the Crown
as the first to go in trial after Mr.
cFarland ruled that
the “interests of justice would not
be served” by rmitting Gerson
and four other former government
officials to be tried on a joint in-
dictment,

The ruling splked the first
effort by the Crown to lumgp to-
gether for a single hearing a con-
siderable number of the 18 per-
sons so far detaindd in a probe
that first became g:bllcly-known
last Feb, 15 when rson and 12
others, two of them women, were
detained by R.OM.P, and carried
uwar for weeks'of isolated ques-
tioning before police and a speclal
Royal Commission. i

Evidence in Gerson's trial is ex-
pected to begin  tomorrow ufter
three days of legal argument and
selection of a jury in an unortho-
dox manner never before encount-
ered by Mr, Justice McFarland in

Conference
Adjourned

LONDON, Oct. 2— The Arab-
British conference on Palestine

was adjourned today until Dec. 16
with the two parties apparently
no nearer settlement than they
were whien the talks-began Sept.
10. The Arab delegates probably
will return to their homes.

The future of the Holy Land
apparently was as much up in the
air as ever, and ‘the question of
Jewish immigration remains un-
settled.

The London discussions, ignored
by the United States Government
and boycotted by Jews and by
Palestine Arabs, were halted when
an Arab plan was placed before
the conference as an alternative
to -the Anglo-American experts’
federalization proposal first en-
unciated last June by Herbert
Morrison, Lord President of the
council.

Declaring the British Govern-
ment wanted more time to con-
sider the Arab proposals, an offic-
ia]l communique announcing - the
adjournment recognized the “great
urgency” for settling the problem,
but said the timetable arranged
for other international meetings
would 'prevent the early resump-
tion of discussions.

A Jewish agency spokesman said
it 'was the agency's view the con-
ference had been called too soom,
and that preliminary informal
conversation should have preced-
ed a mafor conference.
