OTTAWA, July 18 —(CP)— The
Communist party in Canaida was
the main source of recrui's for
Russian - directed espionage work
in the Dominion, the Royai Com-
mission of espionage said today in
its final report. ,

“It became manifest at an early
stage of this inquiry . .. that the
Communist movement was: the
principal base within whaich the
espionage network was recruited;

The report recalled how
Gouzenko, -he Russian cipher
clerk who disclosed the ouperation
of the spy ring, had testified that
the Comintern, scheduled to have
been disbanded in 1943, nad been
abolished in name only, He said it
was still directing the activities of
Communist parties throughout the
world.

One referance was made to the
fact that the Communist party in
Canada now is known as the Labor
Progressive Parté',

When Col. Zakotin began expan-
sion of the aspicnage activites he
found already in existence in
Ottawa, Montreal and Toronto
numberous study oups  where
Communist philosophy and techni-
ques were alreaqy discussed.
