It was witnessed by Mr, Pres-
ton Campbell, the proprietor of the[
mills, who, however, was unable to
aid the striken men in time. It was
not long before a large crowd gath-
ered at the scene of the incident and
efforts were made' to recover the
bodies.

It appears that about 4 o'clock in
the afternoon, the two men drove up
to the MNNs and- afcer puiting. their
horse in the stable, jumped into the
boat and commenced fishing about |
20 yards from the shore where the
water was 12 feet deep, They we:ei
warned by Mr, Campbell that the
boat was not in very good condition. |
Mr. Campbell later saw the two men |
fishing, Watts in the bow, and Mat-
thews in the middle. Both men were
considerably over average weight,
Watts weighing 200 pounds and Mat-
thews 175, the preponderance of
weight being therefore in the bow of
the boat, which it seems, went down
bow first, finally turning over on the
two struggling men who evidently
held closely to it. During the struggle
it seems that a plank was torn loose.
The boat was home-made, being
constructed of ordinary, rough
boards, with sides about 15 inches
high. Just what was the immediate
shock causing her to capsize is a
matter of doubt.
