VIRTUAL MONOPOLY

Mr. W. ]J. Haley, director general of the
British Broadcasting Corporation, reports that
the BBC plans to put United Kingdom radio
fans “ahead of any other listener in the world,”
but declared at the same time that the power of
the world’s press must never he \\'eaqu1e(l.
“The spoken word can supplement the written
word; it cannot supplant the written- word,” Mr.
Haley told the Radio” Industries Club. Mr.
Haley, formerly a joint general manager of
Reuter’s news agency, announced also that after
the war BBC, which carries no commercials or
advertising, planned to operate three separate
simultaneous programs on three different wave
lengths. On the general subject of Press and
radio, he declared: “Anything which weaken-
ed the importance of the Press in our national
life would be against the public interest. T do
not helieve anything could happen to weaken
the importance of the Press. . . . The I"re'ss
is one of our most enduring and vital herit-
ages. Broadcasting has come to stay. In our

And Britain has paid for half
her war expenditures by taxes and
other revenues—compared with our
one-third.

No nation in this war has given
so much from so little with such
miraculous results. Overall con=-
tributions of Russia and the United
States have been larger in many
ways in an absolute sense, but not
relative to thelr size and resources.
In this later phase of the war the
Russian and American contribu-
tions and sacrifices will increase
more rapidly.

But the United Kingdom, with
its almost superhuman initial ef«
fort, bought and paid for the time
in which Russia and the United
States raised the overwhelming
superfority in  manpower and
machine-power now defeating the
German aggressor. We must never
forget that.
