An esteemed contemporary, the St. John's

Evening Telegram, takes strong exception to a
stateaent by the editor of  United  Empire, a
journal ]illilil\ll#'(l in England, referring to .\‘c:w-
foundland as having “reverted tfrom Dominion
to Colonial status.”

As this statement s frequently made in forget-
fulness or ignorance of the facts, it is worth re-
viewing them. There is but one official docu-
ment in which the status of Newfoundland un-
der its existing form of government is referred
to, namcly ‘the Letters Patent bearing date at
Westmimster |anuary 30, 1034. It refers to
His Majesty having been pleased to suspend op-
eration of the Lctters Patent of March 28, 1876
and July 17, 1003, to make provision for the ad-
ministration of the island and its dependencies.
There is nothing whatever to suggest that New-
foundiand had reverted, either by any act of its
own volition or by any arbitrary decision of the
United Kingdom Covernment, to colonial status.
The word “suspended™ was used 'in accordance
with the recommendation of the Amulree Com-
mission, to signiiy the suspension of the existing
form of government until such time as the island
hecame self-supporting again.

The only way in which it seems possible to
define Newfoundland's constitutional position at
present s that of a Dominion. with its status
suspended.  The  fact that its affairs come
within the jurisdiction of the Dominions Office
and not within that of the Colonial Office
further evidence that the island is not officially
considered to have reverted to colonial status,

TIENTS AND FOR OURSELVES

Years ago when it was found that
res., fresh air, and rich nutritious
loed vould hait the prozress of
wibereulosis, it was not unusual to
see the e patients reiupn  to their
homes, plump,  with a geod color,
and uparel perizctly wail. In
a few monihs or even weeks it was
noticed that this weight was grad-
ually be'ng lost, that the appetite
was poor, and the cough wa: re-
tu v, Anctlier stay in the sena-
m tihen became necessary.
The icss of weight and strength
in many of these ca es was due to
the fact that the individual did nog
fellow the method of living taught
him - in the sanatorium; he became
careless apcout his rest riods,
food, and the outdeors. In the ma-
jority of case - the loss of weight
and strength "and the return ¢ the
sympioms oi- tuberculosis were due
lo the fact tha: the patient had
rested alimost entirely at the sana-
um ard had taken no exerci‘e
whatover,  Thus when he returncd
home and attempred to do some
¢ work. there was ho
h in muscles, heart, and

One in-titution with which I am
familiar, more than 25 years ago
began  giving the patients some
regular exercise daily once the
temperature was down to normal,
Lhe exercise at first- was just fif-
teen munute: daily - a short slow
walk. The exe was gradually
increased so that by the time the
patient was ready to leave the sana-
worium he could go about five hours
lig work daily, This meant that
when he returned home he was able,
by continuing his proper haisits of
living, to take some light employ-
ment.

hours rest daily.
