Measured by the Associated Press

* average of 60 stocks the market ad-

vanced .5 of a point to 499 a new
high for the year and the highest
level reached since Feb. 23, 1034,
At the closing prices, the avsrage
of industrial shares stood at the
highest peint, since the early aut-
umn of 1931,

The forward progress of equities
was held in check to some extent
by the weight of profit-taking
which appeared following the gains
since Weadnesday.

Financlal circles were impressed
with the report on steel production
by the Amerjcan Iron & Steel In-
stitute. It showed output in Aug-
ust 24 percent ahead of July, the
first time in several years that the
August total had surpassed any
preceding months of the year.

Transactions totalled 1,289,960
shares for the two-hour session,
compared with 2,155,100 shares in
the five-hour trading on Friday.

Although' the majority of stocks
coasted forward for gains of frac-
tions to a point or more, a few is-
sues bounded up around -3 to 4 or
more points on limitad transac-
tions. These included: Allied Chem-
fcal at 164, American Can at 144
8-4, ' American Telephone at 143
1-4, Auburn at 38 3-4, and Colum-
blan Carbon at 91.
