It i
the beginning of a much needed educational movement
and will lead to improvement along many other lines.
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SIGNIFICANT DISTINCTION

Probably no. more significant statement has been
made since the war began than that made by the Rev
Dr. Pierce in the course of his sermon in St. James’
Church last Sunday night when he said that the war
had “depleted the pews more than - the poolrooms ™
The statement was made after careful enquiry
such cities as Montreal, Toronto and Ottawa, where
both churches and pool rooms abound. The cry has
long since'goné out that the churches, both in the cities
and country districts, are fairly staggering under the
loss of men since the war began. And the loss has
not fallen on the pews alone, it has depleted the pulpits

in

also.

This fact emphasises as nothing else could do, the
issues at stake in the present war.  These. issues are
what the Christian church stands for, the ideals which
Christian men and women are ready to lay down their
lives for. Canadians today consist of only twa clas-
ses, those who either directly or indirectly are carry-
ing their share of the war burden and those who are
not. Those of military age, physically fit and not de-
terred by bonds which cannot be broken without in-
jury to others or to their country, are in the battle
lines; those unfitted by age or physical condition arz
contributing of 'their means to.help those at the front
or the Tamilies they have left behind.  All of these
are doing their duty and the burden of that duty has
fallen most heavily upon the churches by depleting
them of their men and by diverting the ordinary finan-
cial assistance from the church to the war funds. And
there is the other class, the class whose ranks have
not been appreciably depleted, whose money has not
been diverted to other than the ordinary selfish pur-
poses. They are, in the larger cities, the “poolroom”
class: in such cities as our own the ordinary loater,
the pleasure secker, the man who will neither go hinr
self nor help the man who goes.

It is hoped that the distinction may appeal to our
men during the present campaign. Our churches che-
rish with pride and with a stronger Christian  faith,
their “honour roll” which they reverently unveil once
a year. Young man, this is the place for your name,
the other is the “dishonour roll.”

QUTRAGING HUMANITY

If it were possible to add another stain to the name
of official Germany it has been added in the recent de-
portation of Belgian civilians—men and women—to
Germany. German infamy which during ' the = past
three years has proved itself capable of any imaginable
fiendishness has in this last act placed the final seal
on its damnation. Men and women, incapable of self
defence, herded like cattle in cattle cars and sent to
Germany to become the slaves and worse, of German
taskmasters! And this to be endured until Germany
is throttled-and forced to let go her hold on those who
survive of her victims! Turkish treatment of AY-
menians has shocked the civilized world, but the
Turks had the excuse of being but semi-civilized and
of harboring a - life-long hatred of Christianity.
Christians expected nothing better of the Turks. But
cultured Germany, the seat of the world’s universitics
the world’s educators !
The United States is shocked and may eriter a ‘pro-
test against this latest outrage which takes prece
dence in infamy over the murder of women and chil-
dren on the high seas. The Brooklyn Eagle comments
thus upon it under the caption “Germany again Out-
rages Humanity.” N
Germany has begun to exercise the last barbaric
prerogative ot a ruthless conqueror. Belgium, which
has been crushed, her cities razed, her people put to
the sword or brutally outraged, has now been called
upon to pay a final penalty for the crime of resisting
invasion. The men Témaining in the land are bemng
taken captive, herded into trucks - and taken
to Germany to serve their captors.

The world was loath to believe the first reports
of wholesale deportations of Belgians to Germany,
where they are being put at forced Jabor. Co.firma-
tion, however, has come in unmistakable form. Car-
dinal Mercier, that true modern saint, whrse courage
shines above that of any other soldier in Europe, hac
cried ‘out. Having appealed in vain to the German
authorities against the outrage, the Primate of Bel-
gium has protested to the civilized world, giving the
details of the crime for the first time. But this is
not all. ~General von Bissing, Governor General of

Belgium, has admitted the facts and made a most
amazing defence.
As usual, it is England that is to blame. “Thanks

to England’s ruthless economic throttling of Belgiuni,
more than a ‘million pauperized Belgians—en, wo-
men and children-—are dependent on public charity,”
says the German Governor General. It was to re-
medy these conditions that General von Bissing “en-
couraged the voluntary going of unemployed Belgian
laborers to Germany,” and “evacuated the congenitally
idle who refuse suitable work at good wages” Tt is
difficult to understand at this distance how the “con

gemtally idle” could have been provided with suitable
work at good wages if England has throttled Belgium
economically, or why, if the Belgians were so willing
to “bow to the inevitable,” it was necessary to use
compulsion.

The plain truth is that Germany once more stands
revealed as the outlaw of nations, the merciless des-
poiler of peoples; as contemptuous of the laws of na-
tions, or humanity, and of the opinion of the rest
of the world as at any time since she inaugurated the

who are blessed -with more than 2
usual supply of ' money—those whe
have money to spare and who could
not be reached by the ordinary me
thods of taxation to the extent tha:
their ability enables them to assist
the fund. We can only make a scale
of taxation—to tax the property a mar
has, to tax the income he may ob
tain; but we cannot tax meyp in pro
portion to their giving power, Som
men are in receipt of small income:
