British Roads -
At Week-Ends

LONDON, Aw. 2 — (CP) —
The bicycie is turning the open
road into & playground for more
and more Britons.

Since the end of the war week-
end cycling clubs have grown
steadily in membership. Not even
wind and rain can keep the more
enthusiastic at home.

On a fine summer Sunday the
roads are crowded from daybreak
on. Some are “hard riders’—de-
termined young men haunched
over their handlebars and aiming
at a “nice run” of 120 miles or
so. Many more are young and
middle-aged folk, out for a day's
fun and fresh air in the open
country.

Babies don't keep ardent oycl-
ists at home. Scmetimes trailers
or side-cars are fixed to father's
bike. Sometimes Junior is car-
ried on the back, papoose style.
"he usual procedure of oycling
Is to meet early Sunday
morning at an agreed spot. Club
leaders have already drawn un
the route and after a brief econ-
sultation over maps, the group is
off. Sixty to 70 miles is the aver-
age for, a Sunday run.

Sometimes more ambitious trips
are arranged, lasting several days.
It's a cheap way of seeing the
country, since thers are some
270 youth hostels at which ac-
commodation can be obtained for
Is 6d. (30 cents) a night.

BERLIN, Aug. 24—(AF)—Ten-
slon eased today in blockaded
Berlin as the Russlans appeared
to have given up, at least temp-
orarily. their series of “kidnap
ralds” into the western sectors.

On the internal political front,
Marshal Vassily D. Sokolovsky,
Soviet-zone occmmander, announ-
ced that elections in the Russian
zone have been postponed for one

year. It was the first time an
occupying power has postponed
elections.

Sokolovsky sald that i time
were taken for the election now,
“the attention of democratic or-
ganizations and the population in
general would be diverted from a
practical solution of their econ-
omic problems and the task of
improving the general living stan-
dard.”
