The apples she
uses throughout the winter must
come frcem those stered earlier In
the season. It is to these districts
that a much largsr volume of h'gh-
grade apples should move and be
consumed.

The apple !s a lving organism.
After its removal from the tree, life
must be sustained on fcod stored
in the apple itself and when this
becomes exhausted the apple dies|
or rots. Deaths may be prematurely
hastened by rough-handling rbrm-l
sing and allowing decay organisms|
to attack it) or by storage in high |
temperatures. Guality in the apple|
depends to a laige extent upon the
pioportion of sugars and ac'ds
within its tissues. Prior to harvest
the starches are relatively high, but
in the ripening process these change
to sugars and the acids diminish
and the apple becomes agreeable
to eat. While ripening oxygen Is
utilized and carbon dioxide is given
off. This is respiration. Respiration
is the measure of the speed of liv-
ing. This process is hastened by heat
and retarded by cold. This 15 the
function of storage.

It is therefore importent that the
householder who Is purchasing ap-
ples for winter use should secure
recommended storage varieties such;
as McIntosh, King, Rhcde Tsland
Greening, Stark. Baldwin, Golden
Russet, Spy Red Rome Beauty, Ben
Davis or Gano. He should only pur-
chase Standard No. 1 or Domestic
Grades preferably of the 2 1-2” to
2 3-4” size. The fruit should be mat.
