“Hush-hush”
Destroyer

LONDON, Dec. 26—(CP)—The
l.ssp-ton destroyer Acheron, called
a “hush hush” vessel when she
was built in 1930 because she was
fitted with extraordinarily high-
pressure boilers, has been sunk,
the Admiralty announced tonight.
On a trial run the Acheron es-
tablished a record of fuel economy.
Her boiler pressure of 500 pounds
a square inch was said at the time
to be 66 per cent greater than
anything previously attained.

No details of the action in which
she was lost were given, nor was
the date mentioned.

The Admiralty bulletin said:
“The board of the admiralty
regrets to announce that His Ma-
Jesty’s destroyer Acheron (Lt. J.
R. Wilson, R.N,) has been sunk
Next of kin of casualties have been
informed.”

The Acheron was the 36th de-
stroyer Britain has lost since war
began, not counting the two Can-
adian destroyers lost in collisions.
At the outset of the war Britain
was listed as having 179 destroyers,
but more were known to be under
construction and it was generally
estimated that at least 200 were in
action shortly after the war's

tart.

Since then the Royal Navy has
acquired 50 over-age destroyers in
the destroyers-bases exchange with
the United States.

The Acheron, of the Acasta class
belonged to the first group of de-
stroyers In which the torpedo
tubes were quadruply mounted,
Her normal complement was 138
officers and men.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 26—(AP)—
A round robin telegram bearing
the names of 169 prominent per-
sonsand urging President Roosevelt
to do “everything that may be
necessary to insure defeat of the
Axis Powers” was made public by
the White House today.

It said that “the materials of
war and the military and naval
and air strength we now have and
the implements we can now pro-
duce are enough to make certain
the defeat of the Axis powers, so
long as Britain is on her feet and
fighting, but that with Britain
down, they are not enough and
may not in the future be increas=
ed enough to hold the whole world
at bay.” -

Immediately, a sharp division of
opinion made itself manifest in
Congress. For example, Senator
william King (De.-Utah) said that
“all possible aid” for Britain,
Greece and China is imperative,
while Senator Rush Holt (De.-W.
Va.) said the appeal to the White
House was made by a “collection
of warmongers,” many of whom,
he asserted, “have financial inter-
est in the continuation of the
war.”

The appeal was delivered to the
White House in the form of a
telegram. Attached were the names
of educationists, editors, authors,
businessmen, religious and labor
leaders and others.

While some of them have been
{dentified in the past with the
willlam Allen White Committee to
pefend Amgrica by Aiding the
Allies, or its adjuncts, Ulrich Bell,
newspaperman and one of the
signers, said that no organization
was behind the appeal.

The
jatter method is preferred for hay
production since it produces hay
with finer stems and slightly high-
er ylelds than row planting, Under
no _circumstances, however, should
the drill method be used if the
land s known to be weedy. Soy-
beans may be planted to a depth of
one to two inches, d on
the type and condition of the soil
the heavller the soil the shallower
the planting.

After the crop has been seeded
and before it is up a light harrow-
ing is advisable to break any crust
that may be formed and to Kkill
weeds. It is also recommended
that light harrowings crosswise of
the rows or drills be given when
the beans are two to Six inches
high. These cultivations should be
given on sunny afternoong when
the young seedlings are not easily
damaged Row antings should
be cultivated as long as is neces-
sary for weed control, care being
taken not to ridge the soil.
