For years the Maritime Provinces
tave been literally surrounded by
an unknown potential industry —
the gathering and bieaching of
Irish moss for commercial use. But
until just recently ils potentialities
bad never been realized. Now fish-
ermen in the off-season are raking
in abcut 3,000,000 pounds annually
and the approximate $275,000 it
brings them.

In Wedgeport, N S., Walter Mur-
phy, one of the vioneers in the in-
fant industry, gathers some 25,000
pounds of Irish moss each week.
Dried, it sells for about six cents
a pound; bleached, its worth about
15 cents a pound to the picker.

There’s nothing. new about Irish
moss. It has been known for cen-
turies in Europe aud in some parts
of Ireland it forms part of the reg-
wear diet. Before the war the only
known teds of any size in North
America were located olf the rocky
coast of Masachusetts but most of
the Irih moss used commercially
was imported, either from the Brit-
i1 Isles or Janpan, Wher, war came
those markets weie cut off and
ccmncreial  users began  oasting
ebout for likely spots where it
might be found.
