Her name s variously given as
Elsie, Ailsie, or Alice Marley and
her husband, Ralph Marley, was
landlord of “The Swan” public-
house (tavern) at the village of
Pictree eight or nine miles south
of Newcastle on Tyne. Ralph, it
may be sald in passing, was re-
lated to the powerful family of
the Marleys, great landowners in
the district.

Alice was a handsome, bustling
landlady, says local tradition and
brought good custom to the house
by her civility and attention.
When, however, she began to
dress better than her neighbors
there was the inevitabie reaction.
Some unknown poetaster made
satiric verses which were later
printed in “The Bishopric Gar-
land” of 1784, with the instruc.
tions “to its own tune.” There are
seven verses Wwith a chorus to
each, for our forefathers display-
ed great perseverance in thelr
singing as in most other things. In
this lesser day my readers must
be content with two:

The “Lambton lads” are under-
stood to be the five sons of Lord
Lambton who spent time and
money at the tavern.

Elsle’s end was a sad one. She
suffered from a long illness
which was possibly the cause of
her late rising and at last
was found drowned in a pond
near Pictree, on August 5th., 1768.

The “Blishopric Garland,” al-
ready mentioned, was a collection
of local songs and poetry compos-
ed by resldents of County Dur-
ham. Tt is an odd circumstance
that Sir Walter Scott introduces
the baliad of Elsile Marley into
the Fortunes of Nigel, and puts
it into the mouth of Richie Moni-
nlies, an eccentric Scottish ser-
vant. The incidents in S8ir Wal-
ter's book are supposed to have

Lime before Elsie was born!

A WORD ABOUT SOL-FA

I read with great interest, Mr.
M. McKenzie's letter in The
Guardian of May 5th. It goes di-
rectly to the point when it de-
precates the learning of songs
and choruses “by ear.” That is a
makeshift way of learning; why
use it when one can readily learn
to sing “by note” under the Tonic
Sol-fa system?

That system was originated by
one QGuldo, 8 monk, at Arezzo,
Italy, in the eleventh century. In-
stcad of reading the musical scale
5 C; D, E; F; G; A; B: CQ);
le boldlv used the syllables Do;
Re; Mi; Fa; 8Sol; La; 8i; Do. Mid-
way in the last century J. 8. Cur-
wen, of FEngland improved and
nonularized Guido’s method by
naming the notes Doh; Ray; Me;
Fah; Soh; Lah; Te; Doh (1);
and for ease in writing these
weve contracted to d; r; m; f;
s, 1 (; d(1), These letters were
printed vertically (one above the
other) on a chart called by Cur-
wen a “Modulator”, and with this
simple device (and a teacher who
understood it!) children learned
in a very few wecks to strike the
correct notes, no matter what in-
terval lay between. Then school
song-books, printed In the S8ol-fa
Notation, appeared, and were an
immediate success.

The Tonic Sol-fa system went
through the mining villages of
Northern England llke an epidi-
demmic! There were glee-clubs and
concert parties everywhere, and
it was surprising what progress
they made. One curious thing I
noticed in our Church cholr:
those who knew the Sol-fa soon
learnt to translate the Staff No-
tation, and a most Important
point—showed a great suveriority
in keeping time.

Along with my companions I
learned the Sol-fa In the one-
room National (Church) School.
The schoolmaster gave us the
“key-note” from a “tuning-fork,”
and sang the scale up and down
two or three times, using the Sol-
fa names and pointing to each on
the Modulator as he sang il. (He

used & “pointer” or baton for
this purpose) Then he gave us
the ‘key-note” from a “luning-

fork,” and sang the scale up and
down two or three times, using
the Sol-fa names and pointing to
each on the Modulator as he sang
it. (He used ¥ “pointer” or baton
for this purpose.) Then he gave
us the Key-note (Doh) again and
asked us to sing up the scale as
he had done, at the same time
pointing to the notes as before.
He never vang with us. If we emade
a mistake he stopped the class,
sang the passage correctly solo,
and made us sing it over again. It
wasn't long before we all, great
and small, could, sing the scale
as well as he did! (Or thought
we could!) h

The next step was the learning
of easy intervals: phrases llke—
doh:me:soh:doh (1)— or—d:f:l:d—
and so0 on, always referring to the
Modulator. In a little while the
scholars could take any interval
and were ready to underlake time
studies.

The above remarks are meant to
be the answer to enquiries receiv-
ed from other parts of the Island,
respecting this system of musical no-
tation. A natural enquiry would be,
Why did the children make such
progress? Well, firstly, because they
were “working in familiar mater-
ial”: each one knew the alphabet.
Had they been confronted with the
black notes, and flats and’ sharps,
they would have been mystified!
Th2 Sol-fa system was strongly op-
posed by the music-teachers of
that day, who supposed it to be a
successful rival of the Staff No-
tation which they taught: and they
would not stoop to examine it, ar
teach it, themselves. It turned out
to be, not a rival, but a handmald
to their system, for, having ac-
quired a taste for music, the chil-
dren very naturally wished to
play as well as to sing, and only
the Staff Notation could be of use
in that respect.

There was another factor that
made for progress in the Sol-fa
system: the visual effect afforded
by the “Modulator practice.” As the
pointer moved up the scale, the
voice rose too; as the pointer des-
cended the voice became lower in
tone, Thus the eye helped the ear
and the tongue to strike the right
note. To a very limited extent the
lines and spaces of the musical
staff perform a similar task,

After the Sol-fa system had
proved its worth, its sponsors, J.
Ourwen and Sons, Music Publish-
ers, of London, Eng, brought out
& “Dual Notation Courses” showing
how to combine the staff notation
with the Sol-fa. The books, I re-

call, were exceedingly cheap:
