The Enlente Allies, in a note ad-
dressed by Mr. Arthur J. Balfour, Bri-
tish Foreign Minister; to Ambassador
Spring-Rice, U. 8. A., and delivered to
the State Department, amplify their
peace note. by explaining in xlumill
why they helieve it impossible at pre-
sent to attain a peace which will as-
sure them such guarantees as they:
consider essential,

The note also explains why the Al
lies demand the expulsion.of Turkey
trom .Europe; restoration of Alsace-
Lorraine to France, of Italia Irreden-
ta to Italy. and the other territorial
changes set forth. 7

Those who think the future peace
of the world may be. insured by in-
ternational treaties and laws, the note
says have ill-learned’ the lessons
taught by recent history. After charg:
inz that German influence in Turkey
had resulted in conditions as barbar-
ous “and more aggressive than
known under . Sultan £ b4
and that it has been shown that Ger-
many cannot be expected to respect
treaty obligations, Mr. Balfour says:

Treaties With. Germany Worthless

“So long as Germany remains the
Germany which without a shadow of
justification overran and barbarously
ill-treatéd a country it was pledged
to defend, no State can. regard its
rights as secure if they have no bet-
ter protection than a-solemn treaty.”
