Otherwise they are free to select else-
where.Not so with the Mail Order System.
Cash in advance is the rule, and then
when the article comes to hand, if it is
not up to expectations, why there ' is
nothing left but to use it or be oub

In uine
cases out of ten, customers thus
nipped will not admit it, and
so others are led to do likewise. It is

time our people would wake up to their
duty in this matter.
