Do its part

ATLANTA, Ga., Dec. 6—(AP)—
Commissioner Kenesaw M. Landls,
in a speech before the annual
banquet of minor league baseball
clubs, tonight virtually ended any
speculation about whether base-
ball will seek exemptions from the
United States draft.

The baseball czar lamented the
fact that Europe is at war again
and said he hoped it would not be
necessary for the United States to
enter the conflict.
