High Among

BRITISH MEDICAL . OFFICER
DECLARES NATION'S GENER-
AL . HEALTH UNSATISFAC-
TORY.

(Canadian Press)

LONDON, August 20—Although
great advance had been made in
public health this century it was
not possible to be satisfied with
the position of the gencral health
today, Dr. W. G. Willoughby, Med-
ical Officer for Eastbourne, said in
his address as President of the
British Medical Association at the
recent meeting in Easthourne. He
said that the increpse in the aver-
age duration of life in the present
century, averaging more than 12
years, was mainly owing to the de-
crease in infant mortality, but was
partly due to the general lowering
of death rates at other ages. Ten
per cent. more of the population
now reached the age of fifty.

There were far too many deaths
at early ages, Dr. Willoughby gaid.
In the :Registraz-General's latest
summary, that for 1929, it was
shown that rather over onc-third
of the deaths of males, and nearly
one-third of the deaths of females,
occurred before the age of fifty.
lOmi!ting deaths of infants—
;dcaths in: the first year of life—
i there were 40656 deaths of child- |
ren under 15 and another 20,663 in |
the next ten years of life.

Although the vitality of the na-
tion has been steadily improving
the expectation of life is still ohly
55 years for males and 69 for fe-
males. This was one of the points
emphasised by Dr. Willoughby.

SHEDIAC, Aug. 20—For the first
time on record, a cargo of live lob-
sters will be shipped by air from
Canada to the United States this
morning with the Curtis-Wright
300 horse-power seaplane takes off

20—For-
esters sald today that an area al-
most as large as Delaware and
Rhode Island was already burned
over, and nearly 300 fires still flame
in the forest of Idaho, Montana and
Washington. Blackened areas were
estimated at 1,500,000 acres of about
2,350 square miles.
Up to Aug. 10, the United States
forest service fought 944 fires, and
several hundred more burned over
state and private timber, Of these
566 were caused by lightning, 43 by
railroad trains, 141 by smokers, .61
by campers and at least 76 by. in-
cendiaries, During the last three
days alone lightning started 90 fires
in National forests, but Major Evan
W. Kelley, regional forester, said to-
day that only five were still uncon-
trolled.
