PLANS DEFENCE

Reveal Program To
Bring Defences

Up-to-date.

(C. P. by Guardian’s Spzcial Wire)

CAPE TOWN, March 28—The
South African Government has &
five-year defence plan to make the
country’s defences as up to daie as
any in the world. This is revealed
by a special correcpondent of the
“Cape Argus” in the first of a ser-
ies of articles to which Defence
Minister Oswald Pirow contributes
a foreward.

Robben Island in Table Bay is
to be fortified and provided with
15-inch guns. A radio beacon will
be erected there and a local air-
port will be constructed. The pos-
siblities of industrial ~mobilization
are to be investigated and a cmall
arms factory will be built at Pre-
toria. Ar*angements are also to be
made for the manufacture of
aerial bombs and~artillery ammun-
ition.

The Government's air plan in-
cludes the provision of 1,000 pilots
and 750 machines, the latter in-
cluding 250 first line machines and
an equal number of second line
and reserve machines.

The article goes on to state that
the Government's aim is the
creation of a highly mobile strik-
ing land force of 50,000 cooperat~
ing with a mobile anti-tank force
and with 50 heavy bombers and 250
interceptor fighters, the whole sup=~
ported by artillery on the scale re-
quired, and gas de-contamination
units.

A large explosive corps will be
‘recruited from miners and a native
labor corps will be ,formed. Fifty
theusand riflemen and scouts are
expected to be recruited within the
next four years to act as second
line trcop”.

MADRID, Mar, 28—Both Span-
ish Government and Insurgent
aircraft kept up bombing operat-
ions today but no widespread
Easter Sunday fighting was evid-
ent between land forces disputing
possession of the Iberian penin-
sula.

Madrid was quiet, but' it wit-
nessed a warl’ke Easter parade.
Machine gun companiess marched
in the main streets.

The principal streets were crowd-
ed but a war atmosphere rather
than a religious atmosphere pre-
vailed throughout the besieged
capital.

Reports to Madrid said a flotilla
of Government warships returned
safely to Cartagena harbor after
bombarding Malaga and Motril
and other points occupied by the
Insurgents in their January offen-
sive along the Southern Mkedit-
erranean coast.

The Government squadron cruis-

ed up and down the coast in con-
centrated action, also hurling
bombs into Melilla, Spanish Mor-
occo.
An Insurgent plane overtookthe
ships as they returned to Carta-
gena, but was chased off by Gov-
ernment aircraft that accompanied
the flotilla.

The flotilla commander reported
his shells struck important milit-
ary objectives at Malaga and Mot~
ril, but extent of the damage was
not ascertained.

Government land forces pressing
westward along the coast were said
to have occupied strategic hills
near Motril, which, Government
press reports said, the Insurgents
were evacuating.
