2 medium onions, chopped fine

1 No. 1 can tomatoes

1-4 chopped green pepper

3 tablespoons butter

2 cups medium white sauce

Salt and pepper. to taste

Method: Cook macaroni in boil-
ing salted water until tender and
drain. Melt the butter in a pan
and cook the onion, celery, and
green pepper in this until tender,
Mix together the well-drained
macaroni and cooked vegetables.

Stunning on your desk — a let-
ter rack and paper knife of richly

etched copper. And it's fun and
simple to etch them yourself—from
designs printe " for you.

You'll need two sheets of 18-
gauge copper — one 5% by 10
inches, the other 13; by 10 inches.
Begin by clipping off corners of
large sheet for rack. Shape smaller
sheet like knife shown.

And now to prepare for the etch-
fng. Take your printed patterns
and transfer the designs to the cop-
per, using carbon paper. Then,
with a fine-pointed brush, paint
the background with asphaltum
varnish, leaving the designs unpro-
tected.

In-a china dish, mix the acid
bath — 14 pint nitric acid to which
you carefully add the same amount
of water. Gently slide in pieces
of copper When the designs are
eaten to sufficient depth, remove
copper from bath, and wipe off
varnish with turpentine,

It is the fashion to blame women for the declining birth rate and to
say, when there is only one child or no child at all in a household, that

Given
his choice between a streamline
model and a screaming infant, he
takes the car.

This anti-baby attitude on the
part of men is no doubt great'y in-
fluericed by the fact that so many
women continue on with their jobs
after marriage. As leng as having
children did not affect a wife's eco=
nomic status is was one thing, but
when having children prevents her
from bringing in her share of the
tacon, it is a different proposition.
It is the expense of the baby plus
mama’s loss of salary.

So long as there are no children
the self-supporting wives are no
expense to the men to whom they
are married. On the contrary, they
are not only a source of nrofit, but
they make for their husbands &
comfortable home that gives them
more luxury at less expense ihan
they could enjoy at a boarding
house or g club. This makes it
matrimony de luxe for hubby, but
a baby breaks up this pleasant graft.
Wife has to give up her job and her
ay envelope. A more permanent
gome has to be established. A baby
doctor has to be set up. And, all in
all, it is not to be denied that a
|chlld is an expensive luxury.
1 Therefore, an ever larger number
of men are avoiding paternity, They
want their wives as pals and part-
ners, somebody to play with and yet
who can pay their nart of the score.
