MONTS, France, May 11—The
Duke of Windsor celebrated his
formal engagement to Mrs, Wallis
Warfield tonight on the eve of
his brother’s acceptance of the
Crown he renounced.

Mrs. Warfield, an emerald and
platinum engagement ring glisten-
ing on her finger for the first time,
sat beside the Duke of Windsor to
listen to broadcasts of the Cor-
onation galety in London.
Together they planned to stick
close to the radio tomorrow in &
300-year-old hunting lodge, near
the Chateau de Cande, and listen
to the Coronation ceremonles.
The Duke telephoned his best
wishes to his brother, King George
VI, and also spoke to his mother,
Queen Mary, by telephone.
