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AN EMPIRE DAY.
It has been proposed to set apart
the sch ‘ol day immediately preceding
the 24th of May as Empire Day in
the public schools. Lust year the
Dominion Educational  Association
adopted a resolution in favor of such
an anniversary. In doing this they
acted on a suggestion from Hon. G.
W. Rosg, Minister of Education for
Ontario. The department of Edu-
cation for that province, the Protest-
ant section of the Council of Publie
Instruction for Quebec and the Coun-
cil of Public Instruction for Nova
Scotia have all acted on the recom-
mendation and set apart the 23rd of
May this year_to be celebrated in the
schools under their control as the
first Empire Day.
The movement is not likely to stop
there, but to extend throughout Can-
ada and the Empire. The Toronto
Globe notes that Lord Meath receutly
wrote a letter to the London Times
calling attention to the action of the
Ontario government, and adding;
+This appeared to me such an excel-
lent idea, and one (especially if con-
nected witha half-holidry ) so well cal-
cu'ated to advance the cause of unity
within the empire, that I venotured to
ask her Majesty’s Principal Secretary of
State for the Colonies whether he could
not see htis way to use his great influ-
ence unofficially to push this movement
throughout other portions of the empire
sojthat uliimately the annive: siry of her
Majesty’s birtbdaythroughout the length
and breadth of her domioiens might be
associated in the minds of her subjects
(especially of the young) with that vast
empire which bas in so large a measu-e
been the product of her long and glori-
ous reign.”
