Cook’s Corner

CRANBERRY APPLE JELLY

5 pounds high bush cranberries

3 pounds crabapples

Water by measure

Sugar by measure

Method: Wash and plok ever the
cranberries and place in a pre-

serving kettle, Wash, stem and cut|

the crabapples in quarters or
eighths, and combine with the
cranberries.

Add enough water so that it will
be barely visible through the top
layer of fruits. Bring the water
to a boil and keep boiling until the
fruit is quite soft. Turn into a
Jelly bag that has been wrung out
of hot water and strain off the
Juice.

Measure the juice and then place
about 4 or 5 cups of this in a pre-
serving kettle at one time. Bring
to & boil and boil for about 5 min-
utes, then for every cup of frult
Juice, measure and add a scant
cup of sugdr. Stir over low heat
until the sugar is dissolved, then
bring to a full rolling boil and
keep boiling like this until the fuice
will test for jelly.

It emay test for jelly in S min-
utes, and then again it may take
fip to 10 minutes. It is best to
start testing for jelly almost as
soon as the julce comes to a full
rolling boil after the sugar has
been dissolved.

Pour into hot, sterilized jars and
cover with a layer of melted par-
affin. When this hardens, add a
second layer, then cover the jars
with lids or tie paper over them.
Store in a cool, dry place.

Continue cooxing the juice in
small lots until all the juice has

RHEUMATISM CAUSED BY THE
EMOTIONS

Moe and more we are learning
how nervousness, emotional dis-
turmances can affect the various
organs and processes of the body.
Among the disturbahces most
recently discovered are skin ail-
rments and asthma. And the latest
ailment research worXers blame
on the emotions is that old dsease,
theumatism. It is agreed among
specialists in rheumatism that in-
fection is the commonest cause,
that starch foeds. cold and damp-
ness make up most of the balanca.
That what is called psychogenic
(caused by the mind) rheumatitm
is now being found frequently. is
reported fram “Annals of Rheu-
matic Diseases.” London, by Dr. E.
W. Boland. Di. Boland, after lisi-
ing the disturbances in the varions
o:gans caused by the emotions,
states that physicians are not
aware of the large number of
rheumatic cases this caused. The
number was very high among so!-
diers admitted {o military hosp!-
tals who had bone and foini{ injur-
ies. In a serles of 450 successive
cases admitted with rheumatic
complaints, the la:gest number (34
per cent) were caused by psycho-
genic or emotional disturbances.
How can physicians be sure that
the gheumatism is due to the emo-
tlons and not to infection, diet or
climate? By searching for these
usual or common causes and find-
ing them absent. they feel justi-
fled in calling the case psychogenic
rhevrmatism, especially in the emo-
tlonal or nervous type of patlent.
The most common symptoms of
psychogenic rheumatism are pain,
