This was felt by many patriotic
Canadians to be .discreditable to the
Dominfon, the more s since  Austra-
lia, New Zealand, Cape Colony,Natal
and even Newfoundland were contrib-
iting in one way or another to the
support of the naval service. The
Guardian in common with more in-
duential sections of the Canadian
vress, had voiced this feeling from
vear to year for many years, and it
w1y is a source of profound satistac-
tion that this reproach is once and
iorever wiped away. Canada hereaf-
rer will stand in line with her sister
nations for the defence of the whole
Bmpire by sea and land.

As to our mode of action in pre-
paring to build our own ships, there
are various shades of opinion. The,
essence of the situation is that the
Oanadian people of both political
parties and of all classes and creeds
are resolved to bear a hand in the
naval defence of all British peoples,
British lards and British commerce.
Some would go faster and farther
than others, but the program adopt-
ed fairly expresses the golden mean
of Canadian opinion. ‘And the step
is taken with due deliberation, in a
‘tin:e of peace, and under no pressure
ifrom without. It represents  the
iearnest conviction of the Canadian
people, who have freely chosen this
course for themselves.

Having as yet no history
of its own, it will seek when occasion
comes to make history, and to emu-
late the heroic deeds of our British
ancestors, Let na man despise the
day of small things. Most things are
small in their begirning, however
great they may become. At least the
Canadian navy will be the fruit of a
great resolve, the resolve to share
hereafter in the sea power which our
ancestcrs have created and whioh is
today one of the glories of the Brit-
ish Empire.
Nor ought it to be forgotten that
the power to build ships of war is
essential to the creation of a navy.
What would the British navy be with-
out the great building and repairing
yards and docks, which are  yearly
replenishing it with new ships and
renovating the old? If we are to
have ships of war, surely we have
need ¢! the means to build and re-
pair them. It is wise to begin with
these. No 'nation ever became a
great power upon the sea that did
not build-its own ships. Thus far,
it waald seem, ‘we are bgzinnimz wise-
ly. We need steel shipbuilding in
Canada for our growing commerce as
well as for naval defence.
At the bottom of it all is the
great ‘thing-—the dcliberate resolve of
the Canadian people to share in  the
burden of ihrperial waval defence, and
with it to share in the presitge which
